Come Now, your Petitioners, numbering no fewer than one hundred (100) 

qualified voters who own taxable real property in the proposed emergency 

services district, who file this Petition pursuant to Section 775.011 , Texas Health 

& Safety Code ("H&S Code") requesting the creation of an Emergency Services 

District ("ESD"). Your Petitioners would respectfully show the Commissioner's 

Court the following: 

I. 

The proposed Colorado County Emergency Services District No. 1 is to be 

created and is to operate under Article Ill, Section 48-e of the Texas Constitution, 

and Chapter 775, H&S Code, including having the power to levy and collect 

taxes of ten cents ($0.10) on each $100 of taxable value of property taxable by 

the District; and the District will be so created and operated to protect life and 

health and as provided in said Constitution and Legislative Act, as amended. 

11. 

The name of the proposed ESD will be "Colorado County Emergency 

Services District No. 1". 

Ill. 

The boundaries of the proposed ESD are: the entirety of the municipal and 

corporate boundaries of the City of Columbus, Texas, as those boundaries exist 

on a April 15, 2023, the extraterritorial jurisdictional area of the City of Columbus, 

Texas, and portions of the unincorporated areas of Colorado County, Texas. The

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boundaries of the proposed ESD are set forth in Exhibit "A", and a map of the 

proposed ESD is set forth in Exhibit "B", and all are attached hereto and 

incorporated herein for all purposes. 

IV. 

The proposed ESD, to be designated as Colorado County Emergency 

Services District No. 1, will provide the following emergency services: fire fighting 

services, fire prevention services, fire suppression services, emergency rescue 

services, search and rescue services, and first responder emergency medical 

services. 

V. 

The creation of the proposed ESD complies with Sections 775.020 and 

775.0205, H&S Code. 

VI. 

The area of the proposed ESD does not include or overlap the boundaries 

of any other ESD, and none of the land included in the proposed ESD is now 

included within any other ESD. The boundaries of the proposed ESD will include 

(1) the city limits of the City of Columbus, (2) the extraterritorial jurisdiction of the 

City of Columbus, and (3) portions of the unincorporated areas of Colorado 

County. 

VII. 

The City of Columbus, Texas, is the only municipality from which consent 

must be obtained, as provided under Section 775.14, H&S Code, in order for the 

municipal and corporate areas of the City of Columbus, Texas, and the 

extraterritorial jurisdiction area of the City of Columbus, Texas to be included in 

the proposed ESD.

The Annual Comprehensive Financial Report ("Annual Report") of Colorado County, Texas, for 
the fiscal year ended December 31 , 2022, is submitted herewith in accordance with Chapter 
114.025 of the State of Texas Local Government Code. The accompanying financial 
statements were prepared in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles 
("GAAP") in the United States of America as promulgated by the Governmental Accounting 
Standards Board ("GASS") and audited in accordance with auditing standards generally 
accepted in the United States of America by a firm of licensed public accountants. Chapter 
115.045 of the Local Government Code of the State of Texas requires the issuance within six 
months of the close of each fiscal year a complete set of financial statements. Pursuant to that 
requirement, this annual comprehensive financial report if issued for the fiscal year ended 
December 31, 2022. 

Assumption of Responsibility: This report consists of management's representations 
concerning the finances of Colorado County, Texas. Management assumes full responsibility 
for the completeness and reliability of the information presented in this report. 

Internal Control: To provide a reasonable basis for making these representations, Colorado 
County ("the County") has established a comprehensive framework of internal control that is 
designed both to protect the government's assets from loss, theft, or misuse and to compile 
sufficient reliable information for the preparation of Colorado County's financial statements in 
conformity with GAAP. Because the cost of internal control should not exceed anticipated 
benefits, the objective is to provide reasonable, rather than absolute, assurance that the 
financial statements are free of any material misstatements. The County asserts, to the best of 
its knowledge and belief, this financial report is complete and reliable in all material respects. 

Independent Audit: The County's financial statements have been audited by KM&L, LLC, 
certified public accountants. The objective of the independent audit was to provide reasonable 
assurance that the financial statements of the County for the fiscal year ended December 31 , 
2022, are free from material misstatements. The independent audit: involves examining, on a 
test basis, evidence supporting the amounts and disclosures in the financial statements; 
assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by management; and 
evaluating the overall financial statement presentation. The independent auditors concluded 
there was a reasonable basis for rendering an unmodified opinion on the County's financial 
statements for the fiscal year ended December 31 , 2022, and are fairly presented in conformity 
with GAAP. The independent auditors' report is located at the beginning of the Financial 
Section of this report.

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Reference to MD & A: GAAP requires the County to provide a narrative introduction, overview, 
and analysis to accompany this report's basic financial statements in the form of Management's 
Discussion and Analysis ("MD & A") This letter of transmittal is designed to complement MD & A 
and should be read in conjunction with the financial statements. The MD & A can be found 
immediately following the report of the independent auditors. The financial section also includes 
government-wide financial statements, fund financial statements, notes, required supplementary 
information and the combining and individual fund financial statements and schedules. The 
statistical section of the report includes selected financial and demographic information, which is 
generally presented on a multi-year basis. 

PROFILE OF COLORADO COUNTY GOVERNMENT 

Colorado County, incorporated in 1836, is in south/central Texas, midway between San Antonio 
and Houston on Interstate 10 and is one of 13 counties in the Gulf Coast Region. Colorado 
County, created in 1836, is one of the original counties established in Texas by Stephen F. 
Austin. The County is a rural county of approximately 963 square miles in area with a 2020 
census population of 20,557 and an estimated 2022 population of 20,754. The largest 
incorporated cities located within the County are Columbus (the County seat) , Eagle Lake and 
Weimar. The County is empowered to levy a property tax on real property located within its 
boundaries. 

The County is a public corporation and political subdivision of the State of Texas. The County 
operates as specified under the Constitution of the State of Texas and Vernon's Texas Code 
Annotated. The Colorado County, Texas Commissioner's Court is the County's governing body. 
The Commissioner's Court is elected by county voters for staggered four-year terms and 
comprises the County Judge (the presiding officer elected at large to serve a four-year term) 
and four commissioners. Each of the four commissioners represents one of the four 
geographical precincts into which the county is divided. The Commissioner's Court has certain 
powers granted to it by the state legislature. It's duties include adoption of the budget, setting of 
the tax rates, approval of contracts, appointment of certain county officials and the development 
of policies and orders. The Commissioner's Court shares the financial controls of the County 
with the County Auditor who is appointed according to Texas State statutes for two-year terms 
by the District Judges. The County Auditor holds the basic responsibilities for established 
accounting policies and procedures, maintaining the records of all financial transactions of the 
County, and "examining and approving" disbursements from county funds prior to their 
submission of the Commissioner's Court for payment. Policy-making authority is vested in the 
Commissioners Court and the Commissioners Court is responsible, among other things, for 
adopting the budget and for setting the County's annual tax rate, along with setting county 
policies. 

The County provides a full range of services authorized by statute. Such services include 
general government functions such as recording and licensing, maintaining the County and 
District Court systems, maintaining public facilities, ensuring public safety, maintaining public 
health and welfare, aiding conservation, and maintaining county roads and bridges. The costs 
associated with these services are presented within the financial statements in detail and 
summary form. 

-ii-
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The County has two medical facilities. Columbus Community Hospital has been named in the 
top 100 rural and community hospitals in the nation for the last five years. The hospital is a 40-
bed acute care medical and surgical facility. The construction of the Columbus Wellness Center 
was completed in 2022. It is a state-of-the-art facility that will offer expanded physical therapy 
resources, exercise equipment, cardiac rehabilitation services, pool , physician office space, and 
community education classrooms, including a demonstration kitchen. Later in 2023, additional 
clinic renovations will take place to add more exam rooms, parking, and other facilities to 
enhance and expand our primary and specialty care offerings. Additional construction is 
scheduled to be completed in 2023. In addition, Rice Medical Center is a 25-bed Critical 
Access hospital with a Trauma IV designation and is in Eagle Lake, Texas. 

Budget 

The annual budget serves as the foundation for Colorado County's financial planning and 
control. The objective of these controls is to ensure compliance with legal provisions embodied 
in the annual appropriated budget approved by the Commissioners' Court. The activities of the 
General Fund, Special Revenue Funds and Debt Service Fund are included in the annual 
appropriated budget. The legal level of budgetary control is at the personnel services category 
level within each department and the department level overall. All transfers of appropriations, 
either between departments or within an individual department's budget, require the approval of 
the Commissioners' Court. Budget-to-actual comparisons are provided in this report for each 
individual governmental fund for which an appropriated annual budget has been adopted. 

Local Economy 

The County's economy is based primarily on agribusiness, oil-field services and equipment 
manufacturing, minerals processing and gravel mining. Rice, corn, sorghum, and livestock play 
a major role in the area's economy. The school districts and the County also have a significant 
economic presence, employing in total more than 800 teachers, professionals, and support 
staff. One of the most important sectors of the area's economy is tourism. Tourism dollars 
represented by restaurant sales, hotel occupancy and specialty shop sales are a significant 
contributor to the overall economy. 

Because of the County's location in a region with a varied economic base, unemployment has 
been relatively stable. During the past ten years, the unemployment rate had increased to 6. 1 
percent due to the COVID-19 pandemic (2020) from the lowest unemployment rate of 3.0 
(2019). This year's unemployment rate recovered and is below both the national and state 
average rates. The County's unemployment rate as of December 2022 was 3.5 percent 
compared to 3.9 percent for the state and 3.6 percent nationally. 

Median household incomes within the County are slightly lower than for the state and nation. 
According to the U.S. Census Bureau, the County's median family income was $62,004, 
compared with Texas was $67,321 and the nations was $69,021 . 

Population growth is noticeable throughout all sections of the County. Even the smaller 
communities have experienced impressive residential development and several new 
subdivisions have been approved and are underway. 
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The County's location within the Eagle Ford shale development in Southern Texas has led to 
new economic opportunities even though oil and gas production has decreased. Although the 
County currently produces only minor amounts of oil and natural gas, there is potential for 
economic opportunities in neighboring counties and for the county to benefit from increased 
retail trade, housing, and personnel. The renewed attraction of Colorado County as a favorable 
business environment, coupled with continued moderately low interest rates, continues to 
stimulate local construction activity. The tax base is diverse, with the 10 leading taxpayers 
accounting for 21 .75% of assessed value. Countywide tax abatement plans, which give 
reduced property taxes for several years, are being offered to industries to locate in the County. 
The County has one existing tax abatement. 

Long Term Financial Planning 

County strategies and plans are integrated into all departmental budgets to ensure unified 
efforts within County government to achieve the goals and objectives of the County. Texas 
county government operates under a balanced budget as required by law. This does not mean 
that estimated revenues must always be exactly equal to expenditures. In most of the annual 
operating budgets, the Commissioners' Court members usually decide to use a portion of fund 
balance reserves to balance the revenues to appropriations. As a sound financial management 
practice, members of Commissioners Court consistently emphasize maintaining sufficient 
undesignated fund balance levels (unrestricted net position) to meet first quarter obligations of 
payroll and operating costs and furthermore, this assists in maintaining financial stability and 
retaining or enhancing the County's bond ratings. 

Fund balance refers to the excess of assets over liabilities in governmental funds. For financial 
planning, fund balance is defined as the cumulative surpluses or deficits resulting from the 
difference between expenditures and revenues in any one fiscal year. The cumulative effect of 
yearly fund balance amounts is furthermore addressed as a fund balance reserve. When 
evaluating fund balance reserves, it is vitally important to maintain sufficient positive fund 
balance reserves to avoid borrowing to meet short-term operating needs. 

Finally, because of the trend of shifting of unfunded mandates by both federal and state levels 
to local government, it is anticipated that additional financial burden will continue to be 
experienced by the County and ultimately local taxpayers if other sources of funding are not 
identified. The County will be tasked with identifying new or additional revenues to counter 
these expenditures. At its discretion, the Court may continue to utilize some amount of fund 
balance, which is healthy in the sense that it keeps the County from building up excessive 
reserves and reduces a future burden on taxpayers. Based on the amount of fund balance 
utilized to balance the 2022 budget, the Court must remain cautious in planning for the budget 
in fiscal year 2023 in the absence of either continued cost containment initiatives or significant 
additional revenue enhancement efforts. It is imperative that the County government continually 
strive to maintain steady increases in revenue while costs are on the rise. 

Major Initiatives 

The County received the second tranche of funds from the U.S. Treasury in the amount of 
$2,087,382 (for a total of $4,174,764) in Coronavirus State and Local Fiscal Recovery Funds 
(SLFRF) as part of the American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) to respond to the public health 
emergency with respect to the Coronavirus Disease 2019 (COVID-19) or its negative economic 
impacts. The County is considering various proposals for the expenditure of the funds over the 
next 24 months. 
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The County has been awarded a $78,450 grant allocation from the Houston-Galveston Area 
Council to hold a Household Hazardous Waste Collection Event in the spring of 2023, to 
encourage proper management of household hazardous waste to minimize risk to human health 
and the environment. 

The County received a $50,000 allocation from the Local Assistance and Tribal Consistency 
Fund (LA TCF) in 2022. The funding will be expended in 2023 for governmental purposes 
related to the Road and Bridge funds. An additional award of $50,000 is expected in 2023. 

The County received approximately $163,000 in donations to establish a Mental Health Deputy 
Program within the Sheriffs Department. 

The County received funding from TxDOT for a Transportation Infrastructure Fund Grant for 
improving county roads, bridges, and culverts, intended to alleviate degradation caused by the 
exploration, development or production of oil or gas. 

The County is actively participating in a multi-jurisdictional flood early warning and flood 
inundation project with a grant from the Texas Water Development Board. 

FINANCIAL POLICIES 

The County has adopted an investment policy as required by state law and in conformity with 
state investment statutes. The investment policy as adopted by the County employs the 
prudent person concept in that priorities were established as to the investment vehicles the 
County would use. Compliance with the laws of the State of Texas and Safety were established 
as first priorities, followed by liquidity and low risk with a management philosophy of maintaining 
high professional and ethical standards. 

The County Treasurer is responsible for administering all the investment of idle funds in the 
County. During the fiscal year, the County earned approximately $562,000 interest on the funds 
invested. 

The County is responsible for establishing its tax rate. For the fiscal year ended December 31 , 
2022, the tax rate to finance general governmental services (the tax rate approved in 2021 to 
fund the 2022 fiscal year) was $0.477934 per $100 valuation and the tax rate for the payment of 
principal and interest on long-term debt was $.021665 per $100 of valuation . 

AWARDS AND ACKNOWLEDGEMENTS 

The Government Finance Officers Association of the United States and Canada (GFOA) 
awarded a Certificate of Achievement for Excellence in Financial Reporting to Colorado County 
for its Annual Comprehensive financial report (ACFR) for the fiscal year ended December 31 , 
2021 . This was the twenty-eighth consecutive year that Colorado County has achieved this 
prestigious award. To be awarded a Certificate of Achievement, a government must publish an 
easily readable and efficiently organized Annual Comprehensive financial report. This report 
must satisfy both generally accepted accounting principles and applicable legal requirements. 

A Certificate of Achievement for Excellence in Financial Reporting is valid for a period of one 
year only. However, the County believes the current Annual Comprehensive Financial Report 
continues to meet the Certificate of Achievement Program's requirements and is being 
submitted to the GFOA to determine its eligibility for another certificate. 
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The production of this report would not have been possible without the skill , effort, and 
dedication of the County Auditor's staff. The preparation of this Annual Comprehensive 
Financial Report could not have been accomplished without the assistance of the County's 
outside auditing firm, KM&L, LLC. Appreciation is expressed to all the members of the 
Commissioners' Court for support in maintaining the highest standards of professionalism in the 
management of Colorado County's finances. Sincere thanks to all other County Officials, 
Department Heads, and employees for the assistance in providing the data necessary to 
prepare this report.

Management's Discussion and Analysis 
For the Year Ended December 31, 2022 

As management of Colorado County, Texas (the "County"), we offer readers of the County's 
financial statements this narrative overview and analysis of the financial activities of the County 
for the fiscal year ended December 31 , 2022. We encourage readers to consider the information 
presented here in conjunction with additional information that we have furnished in our letter of 
transmittal , which can be found on pages i - vi of this report. 

Financial Highlights 

• The assets and deferred outflows of resources of the County exceeded its liabilities and 
deferred inflows of resources at the close of the most recent fiscal year for governmental 
activities by $ 35,447,210 (net position). Of this amount, unrestricted net position is 
$8,930,074. 

• The County's total net position increased for governmental activities by$ 2,392,921. 

• As of the close of the current fiscal year, the County's governmental funds reported 
combined ending fund balances of$ 15,643,178. 46.67% of this amount, $ 7,300,634 
(unassigned fund balance), was available for use within the County's fund designations. 
Of the governmental funds amount, $ 7,811 ,218 has been restricted or committed for 
specific uses. 

• At the end of the current fiscal year, unassigned fund balance for the general fund was 
$ 7,300,634 or 49.73% of the total general fund expenditures. 

Overview of the Financial Statements 

This discussion and analysis is intended to serve as an introduction to the County's basic 
financial statements. The County's basic financial statements are comprised of three 
components : 1) government-wide financial statements, 2) fund financial statements, and 3) 
notes to the financial statements. This report also contains other supplementary information in 
addition to the basic financial statements themselves. 

Government-wide financial statements. The government-wide financial statements are 
designed to provide readers with a broad overview of the County's finances, in a manner similar 
to a private-sector business. 

The statement of net position presents information on all of the County's assets, deferred 
outflows of resources, liabilities, and deferred inflows of resources with the difference between 
the four reported as net position . Over time, increases or decreases in net position may serve 
as a useful indicator of whether the financial position of the County is improving or deteriorating. 

The statement of activities presents information showing how the County's net position changed 
during the fiscal year. All changes in net position are reported when the underlying event giving 
rise to the change occurs, regardless of the timing of related cash flows. Thus, revenues and 
expenses are reported in this statement for some items that will only result in cash flows in the 
future fiscal periods (e.g., uncollected taxes and earned but unused compensated absences) .

The government-wide financial statements distinguish functions of the County that are 
principally supported by taxes and intergovernmental revenues (governmental activities) . The 
governmental activities of the County include general administration, financial administration, 
judicial, public safety, public facilities, public transportation, conservation and health and 
welfare. The County has no business-type activities. 

The government-wide financial statements can be found on pages 18 and 19 of this report. 

Fund Financial Statements. A fund is a grouping of related accounts that is used to maintain 
control over resources that have been segregated for specific activities or objectives. The 
County, like other state and local governments, uses fund accounting to ensure and 
demonstrate compliance with finance-related legal requirements. All of the funds of the County 
can be divided into three categories: governmental funds, proprietary funds, and fiduciary funds. 

• Governmental Funds. Governmental funds are used to account for essentially the 
same functions reported as governmental activities in the government-wide financial 
statements. However, unlike the government-wide financial statements, governmental 
fund financial statements focus on current sources and uses of spendable resources, as 
well as on balances of spendable resources available at the end of the fiscal year. Such 
information may be useful in evaluating a government's near-term financing 
requirements. 

Because the focus of governmental funds is narrower than that of the government-wide 
financial statements, it is useful to compare the information presented for governmental 
funds with similar information presented for governmental activities in the government­
wide financial statements. By doing so, readers may better understand the long-term 
impact of the government's near-term financing decisions. Both the governmental funds 
balance sheet and the governmental fund statements of revenues, expenditures, and 
changes in fund balances, provides reconciliations to facilitate this comparison between 
governmental funds and governmental activities. 

The County maintains twenty-three (23) individual governmental funds. Information is 
presented separately in the governmental fund balance sheet and in the governmental 
fund statement of revenues, expenditures, and changes in fund balances for the General 
Fund and American Rescue Plan Fund, which are considered to be major funds. Data 
from the other twenty-one (21) funds are combined into a single, aggregated 
presentation . Individual fund data for each of these non-major governmental funds is 
provided in the form of combining statements elsewhere in this report. The basic 
governmental funds financial statements can be found on pages 20 through 23 of this 
report. 

• Proprietary Funds. The County maintains no proprietary funds.

Fiduciary Funds. Fiduciary funds are used to account for resources held for the benefit 
of parties outside the government. Fiduciary funds are not reflected in the government­
wide financial statements because the resources of those funds are not available to 
support the County's operations. The County is the trustee, or fiduciary, for these funds 
and is responsible for ensuring that the assets reported in these funds are used for their 
intended purposes. The County's basic fiduciary financial statements can be found on 
pages 24 through 25. 

Notes to the Financial Statements. The notes provide additional information that is essential 
to a full understanding of the data provided in the government-wide and fund financial 
statements. The notes to the financial statements can be found on pages 28 through 60 of this 
report. 

Other Information. In addition to the basic financial statements and accompanying notes, this 
report also presents certain required supplementary information that further explains and 
supports the information in the financial statements. Required supplementary information can be 
found on pages 63 through 70 of this report. 

The combining statements referred to earlier in connection with non-major governmental funds 
are presented following the required supplementary information on pensions. Combining and 
individual statements and schedules can be found on pages 7 4 through 105 of this report. 

Government-wide Financial Analysis 

As noted earlier, net position may serve over time as a useful indicator of a government's 
financial position. In the case of the County, assets and deferred outflows of resources 
exceeded liabilities and deferred inflows of resources by $ 35,447,210 as of December 31 , 
2022. This is an increase in net position of$ 2,392,921 which is primarily due to an increase in 
charges for services, capital grants and contributions and property taxes. 

The largest portion of the County's net position of$ 18,504,879 reflects its investments in capital 
assets (e.g., land; buildings and improvements, equipment and infrastructure) , less any debt 
used to acquire those assets that is still outstanding. The County uses capital assets to provide 
service to citizens and consequently these assets are not available for future spending. 
Although the County's investment in its capital assets is reported net of related debt, it should 
be noted that the resources needed to repay this debt must be provided from other sources, 
since the capital assets themselves cannot be used to liquidate these liabilities. Net investment 
in capital assets increased by $620,098 due to an increase in capital grants and contributions 
for the current fiscal year. 

An additional portion of the County's net position of$ 8,012,257 represents resources that are 
subject to external restrictions on how they may be used. The remaining balance is$ 8,930,074, 
which represents unrestricted net position.

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Financial Analysis of the County's Funds 

As noted earlier, the County uses fund accounting to ensure and demonstrate compliance with 
finance-related legal requirements. 

Governmental funds. The focus of the County's governmental funds is to provide information 
on near-term inflows, outflows, and balances of spendable resources. Such information is useful 
in assessing the County's financing requirements. In particular, unassigned fund balance may 
serve as a useful measure of a government's net resources available for spending at the end of 
the fiscal year. 

As of the end of the current fiscal year, the County's governmental funds reported combined 
ending fund balances of$ 15,643,178. The unassigned fund balance of$ 7,300,634 constitutes 
46.67% of ending fund balance. The fund balance is categorized as 1) nonspendable of 
$ 531 ,326, 2) restricted of $ 1,675,913, 3) committed of $ 6,135,305, and 4) unassigned of 
$ 7,300,634. 

The General Fund is the chief operating fund of the County. Fund balance of the General Fund 
increased by $ 772,903; the American Rescue Plan Fund increased by $ 81,819, and other 
governmental funds increased by $ 802,487. As a measure of the general fund 's liquidity, it may 
be useful to compare both unassigned fund balance and total fund balance to total fund 
expenditures. Unassigned fund balance represents 49.73% of total general fund expenditures, 
and total fund balance represents 50.95% of that same amount. 

The fund balance of the County's general fund increased by $ 772,903 compared to a net 
increase of $ 1,817,744 in the prior year due to increased property tax revenue and increased 
expenditures. 

General Fund Budgetary Highlights. The County budget is prepared by the County Judge's 
Office and presented to Commissioners Court for approval. The County operates within this 
budget for the fiscal year with expenditure amendments made as needed. 

The Commissioners Court approved increases to budgeted revenue of $ 1,116,000 and 
appropriations of $ 1,414,500. Various grant awards were also allocated to revenue and 
expenditures during the year as necessary. 

Total General Fund revenue exceeded the budget by approximately 0.60% and total General 
Fund expenditures were under budget by approximately 12.20%. 
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Capital Assets 

This investment in capital assets includes land; buildings and improvements; equipment and 
infrastructure. 

Major capital asset events during the current fiscal year included the following : 

• Acquisition of new vehicles and several large road and bridge equipment. 
• Road and bridge improvements are continuous.

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During the fiscal year, the County's total debt decreased by $ 2,785,684 or 38.95%. The net 
decrease was due primarily to the decreased valuation on the net pension liability. 

All of the outstanding Bonds of the County payable from its limited taxes are insured and are, 
therefore, rated "AA" by Standard & Poor's ("S&P"). State statutes limit the amount of general 
obligation debt a government may issue to 25% of its total assessed valuation. The current 
limitation for the County significantly exceeds the outstanding general obligation debt. 

Additional information on the County's long-term debt can be found in Note 7 on pages 46 
through 48 of this report. 

Economic Factors and Next Year's Budgets and Rates 

The annual budget is developed to provide efficient, effective and controlled use of the County's 
resources. Through the budget the County Commissioners set the direction of the County, 
allocate its resources and establish its priorities. The 2023 budget was adopted August 22, 2022 
with General Fund expenditures of$ 16,904,000 and a revenue budget of$ 15,561 ,000. 

The Commissioners' Court adopted a maintenance and operation tax rate of$ 0.346298, road & 
bridge tax rate of $ 0.130000 and a debt service tax rate of $ 0.020653 per $ 100 assessed 
valuation, respectively.

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NOTE 1 - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES 

Reporting Entity 

Colorado County, Texas (the "County") was established in 1836 by the Republic of Texas. Commissioners 
Court is the level of government which has oversight responsibility and control over all activities of the 
County. The Commissioners Court is composed of four commissioners, each elected from the four 
precincts in the County and the County Judge elected from the entire County. The members are elected by 
the public and have decision making authority, the power to designate management, the ability to influence 
operations and primary accountability for fiscal matters. 

In evaluating how to define the government, for financial reporting purposes, management has considered 
all potential component units. The decision to include a potential component unit in the reporting entity was 
made by applying the criteria set forth in generally accepted account principles. Based upon the 
application of these criteria , the following is a brief review addressed in defining the County's reporting 
entity. 

Financial accountability - The primary government is deemed to be financially accountable if it appoints a 
voting majority of an Organization's governing body and 1) is able to impose its will on that Organization or 
2) there is a potential for the Organization to provide specific financial benefits or impose specific financial 
burdens on the primary government. Additionally, the primary government may be financially accountable if 
an Organization is fiscally dependent on the primary government, regardless of whether the Organization 
has a separately elected governing board, a governing board appointed by a higher level of government or 
a jointly appointed board. There are no component units which satisfy requirements for blending or discrete 
presentation within the County's financial statements. 

Government-Wide and Fund Financial Statements 

The government-wide financial statements (i.e. , the statement of net position and the statement of 
activities) report financial information on all of the nonfiduciary activities of the primary government. For the 
most part, interfund activity has been removed from these statements; however, interfund services 
provided and used are not eliminated in the process of consolidation. Governmental activities, which 
normally are supported by taxes and intergovernmental revenues, are reported separately from business­
type activities, which rely to a significant extent on fees and charges for support. The County has no 
business-type activities. 

The statement of activities demonstrates the degree to which the direct expenses of a given program are 
offset by program revenues. Direct expenses are those that are clearly identifiable with a specific 
function or segment. Program revenues include 1) charges to customers or applicants who purchase, 
use or directly benefit from goods, services, or privileges provided by a given program and 2) operating 
or capital grants and contributions that are restricted to meeting operational or capital requirements of a 
particular program. Taxes and other items not properly included among program revenues are reported 
instead as general revenues. 

Separate financial statements are provided for governmental funds and fiduciary funds, even though the 
latter are excluded from government-wide financial statements. Major individual governmental funds and 
major individual enterprise funds are reported as separate columns in the fund financial statements. The 
County has no enterprise funds. 
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NOTE 1 - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES - Continued 

Measurement Focus, Basis Of Accounting, and Financial Statement Presentation 

The government-wide financial statements are reported using the economic resources measurement 
focus and the accrual basis of accounting, as are the fiduciary funds financial statements. Revenues are 
recorded when earned and expenses are recorded when a liability is incurred, regardless of the timing of 
related cash flows. Property taxes are recognized as revenues in the year for which they are levied. 
Grants and similar items are recognized as revenue as soon as all eligibility requirements imposed by 
the provider have been met. 

Governmental fund financial statements are reported using the current financial resources measurement 
focus and the modified accrual basis of accounting. Revenues are recognized as soon as they are both 
measurable and available. Revenues are considered to be available when they are collectible within the 
current period or soon enough thereafter to pay liabilities of the current period. For this purpose, the 
County considers revenues to be available if they are collected within 60 days of the end of the current 
fiscal period. Expenditures generally are recorded when a liability is incurred, as under accrual 
accounting. However, debt service expenditures, as well as expenditures related to compensated 
absences and claims and judgments, are recorded only when payment is due. 

Revenues from property and other taxes, grants and contracts, fees (charges for services) , fines 
(including forfeitures) , and interest associated with the current fiscal period are all considered to be 
susceptible to accrual. Miscellaneous revenues are recorded as revenue when received in cash because 
they are generally not measurable until actually received. Investment earnings are recorded as earned , 
since they are both measurable and available. 

Revenue from investments, including governmental external investment pools, is based upon fair value. 
Fair value is the amount at which a financial instrument could be exchanged in a current transaction 
between willing parties, other than in a forced or liquidation sale. Most investments are reported at 
amortized cost when the investments have remaining maturities of one year or less at time of purchase. 
External investment pools are permitted to report short-term debt investments at amortized cost, 
provided that the fair value of those investments is not significantly affected by the impairment of the 
credit standing of the issuer, or other factors. For that purpose, a pool's short-term investments are those 
with remaining maturities of up to ninety days. 

Grant funds are considered earned to the extent of the expenditures made under the provisions of the 
grant. Accordingly, when such funds are received, they are recorded as unearned revenues until the 
related and authorized expenditures have been made. If balances have not been expended by the end of 
the project period, grantors sometimes require the County to refund all or part of the unused amount. 

Amounts reported as program revenues include 1) charges to customers or applicants for goods, 
services, or privileges provided, and 2) operating and capital grants and contributions. Internally 
dedicated resources are reported as general revenues rather than as program revenues. Likewise, 
general revenues include all taxes. 
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NOTE 1 - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES - Continued 

Measurement Focus, Basis Of Accounting, and Financial Statement Presentation - Continued 

When both restricted and unrestricted resources are available for use, it is the County's policy to use 
restricted resources first, and then unrestricted resources as they are needed. 

The County has presented the following major governmental funds: 

The General Fund is the County's primary operating fund. It accounts for all financial resources of 
the County, except those required to be accounted for in another fund. All general tax revenues 
and other receipts that are not restricted by law or contractual agreement to some other fund are 
accounted for in this fund. General operating expenditures, fixed charges and capital improvement 
costs that are not paid through other funds are paid from the general fund. 

The American Rescue Plan Fund is the County's fund used to account for federally sourced 
revenue used to replace County revenue lost due to the COVID-19 public health emergency. 

The County reports the following fiduciary funds: 

The Custodial Funds account for assets that the government holds on behalf of others as their 
agent. The County's custodial funds include County Attorney Seizure, County Clerk, District Clerk, 
Justice of the Peace #2, Justice of the Peace #4, Sheriff, County Attorney and Tax Collector funds . 

New Pronouncements 

GASS issues statements on a routine basis with the intent to provide authoritative guidance on the 
preparation of financial statements and to improve governmental accounting and financial reporting of 
governmental entities. Management reviews these statements to ensure that preparation of its financial 
statements are in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles and to anticipate changes in 
those requirements. The following recent GASS Statements reflect the action and consideration of 
management regarding these requirements: 

GASS Statement No. 87 "Leases" was issued in June 2017. The statement was implemented and did not 
have a material effect on the financial statements of the County. The requirements of this Statement are 
effective for periods beginning after June 15, 2021 . 

GASS Statement No. 88 "Certain Disclosures Related to Debt, including Direct Borrowings and Direct 
Placements" was issued in April 2018. The statement was implemented and did not have a material effect 
on the financial statements of the County. The requirements of this statement are effective for reporting 
periods beginning after December 15, 2020. 

GASS Statement No. 89 "Accounting for Interest Cost Incurred before the End of a Construction Period" 
was issued in June 2018. The statement was implemented and did not have a material effect on the 
financial statement of the County. The requirements of this statement are effective for reporting periods 
beginning after December 15, 2020. 

GASS Statement No. 91 "Conduit Debt Obligations" was issued in May 2019. The statement was 
implemented and did not have a material effect on the financial statement of the County. The requirements 
of this statement are effective for reporting periods beginning after December 15, 2021 .

GASS Statement No. 92 "Omnibus 2020" was issued in January 2020. The statement was implemented 
and did not have a material effect on the financial statements of the County. The requirements of this 
statement are effective for reporting periods beginning after June 15, 2021. 

GASS Statement No. 94 "Public-Private and Public-Public Partnerships and Availability Payment 
Arrangements" was issued in March 2020. The management of the County does not expect the 
implementation of this standard to have a material effect on the financial statements of the County. The 
requirements of this statement are effective for reporting periods beginning after June 15, 2022. 

GASS Statement No. 96 "Subscription-Based Information Technology Arrangements" was issued in May 
2020. The management of the County does not expect the implementation of this standard to have a 
material effect on the financial statements of the County. The requirements of this statement are effective 
for reporting periods beginning after June 15, 2022. 

GASS Statement No. 97 "Certain Component Unit Criteria, and Accounting and Financial Reporting for 
Internal Revenue Code Section 457 Deferred Compensation Plans" was issued in June 2020. The 
statement was implemented and did not have a material effect on the financial statements of the County. 
The requirements of this statement are effective for reporting periods beginning after June 15, 2021 . 

GASS Statement No. 98 "The Annual Comprehensive Financial Report" was issued in October 2021 . 
The statement was implemented and did not have a material effect on the financial statements of the 
County. The requirements of this Statement are effective for periods ending after December 15, 2021. 

GASS Statement No. 99 "Omnibus 2022" was issued in April 2022. The management of the County does 
not expect the implementation of this standard to have a material effect on the financial statements of the 
County. The requirements of this statement are effective for reporting periods beginning after June 15, 
2022. 

GASS Statement No. 100 "Accounting Changes and Error Corrections - an amendment to GASS 
Statement No. 62" was issued in June 2022. The management of the County does not expect the 
implementation of this standard to have a material effect on the financial statements of the County. The 
requirements of this statement are effective for reporting periods beginning after June 15, 2023. 

GASS Statement No. 101 "Compensated Absences" was issued in June 2022. The management of the 
County does not expect the implementation of this standard to have a material effect on the financial 
statements of the County. The requirements of this statement are effective for reporting periods 
beginning after December 15, 2023. 
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Budgetary Data 

The budget law of the State of Texas provides that amounts budgeted for current expenditures from the 
various funds of the County shall not exceed the balances in the funds, plus the anticipated revenues for 
the current year as estimated by the County Auditor. The legal level of budgetary control is at the category 
or line item level (salaries and wages and employee benefits, and operating expenditures) within 
departments of each fund . Any expenditure, which alters the total budgeted amounts of a fund must be 
approved by Commissioners Court, and the budget amended. Budgets are adopted on a basis consistent 
with generally accepted accounting principles. 

Annual appropriated budgets are adopted for the General fund, certain special revenue funds (Records 
Preservation Fund, Airport Fund, Road & Bridge Precinct Number 1 Fund, Road & Bridge Precinct Number 
2 Fund, Road & Bridge Precinct Number 3 Fund, Road & Bridge Precinct Number 4 Fund, Security Fund, 
Law Library Fund , Justice Court Technology Fund and County and District Court Technology Fund), and 
the Debt Service Fund. 

The County Judge is, by statute, the Budget Officer of the County and has the responsibility of preparing 
the County's budget. Under the County's budget procedures, each department submits a budget request to 
the County Judge. The County Judge reviews budget requests and holds informal hearings as necessary. 
Before September 1, a proposed budget is presented to the Commissioners Court. A public hearing is then 
held, and the Commissioners Court acts on the proposed budget. Before determining the final budget, the 
Commissioners Court may increase or decrease the amounts requested by the various departments. 
Amounts budgeted may not exceed the estimate of revenues and available cash. 

Once the budge has been adopted by Commissioners Court, the County Auditor is responsible for 
monitoring the expenditures of the various departments of the County to prevent expenditures from 
exceeding appropriations and for keeping members of Commissioners Court advised of the conditions of 
the various funds and accounts. 

The appropriated budget is prepared by fund, department and category. Any transfers of appropriations are 
first approved by the Commissioners Court. Department heads may approve line item transfers for 
expenditures of their respective department. However, no amendments for the personnel services category 
may be made without Commissioners Court approval to the total budget. Thus, the legal level of budgetary 
control is at the personnel services category level within each department and the department level overall. 
Expenditures can exceed appropriations as long as they do not exceed the available revenues and cash 
balances. 

Encumbrances 

Encumbrances represent commitments related to unperformed contracts for goods or services. 
Encumbrance accounting - under which purchase orders, contracts and other commitments for the 
expenditure of resources are recorded to reserve that portion of the applicable appropriation - is utilized . 
Encumbrances outstanding at year-end do not constitute expenditures or liabilities because the 
commitments will be honored during the subsequent year. As of December 31 , 2022, the County had 
$ 569,457 of outstanding encumbrances in the General Fund unassigned fund balance and $ 1,036,077 
in the Other Governmental Funds committed fund balance.

Cash and Investments 

Cash and temporary investments include amounts in demand deposits and short-term investments with a 
maturity date within three months of the date acquired by the County. For purposes of the cash flow 
statement, cash and temporary investments are considered cash equivalents. In accordance with GASB 
Statement 31, "Accounting and Financial Reporting for Certain Investments and for External Investment 
Pools", investments are stated at fair value. 

The County maintains cash that is available for use by all funds. Each fund type's portion of this pool is 
displayed on the combined balance sheet as cash and temporary investments under each fund's caption. 
Funds are allowed to exceed the amount of their equity in the pooled cash account. Funds with overdrawn 
accounts are disclosed as an interfund payable in the liability section of the balance sheet. 

Property Taxes 

Property taxes are levied as of October 1st of each year with statements prepared and mailed at that date 
or soon thereafter. The tax levy is based upon appraised property values as of each previous January 1st 
for all taxable property within the County. Payments are due and payable when taxes are levied and may 
be timely paid through January 31st. On February 1st, taxes become delinquent and subject to penalty 
and interest charges. After June 30th, any uncollected taxes are subject to tax suit and additional charges 
to offset related legal costs. The lien date for property taxes is July 1st. 

The appraisal of property within the County is the responsibility of the Colorado County Appraisal District. 
The Texas Legislature established the Appraisal District and the related Appraisal Review Board in 1979 
through the adoption of a comprehensive Property Tax Code. The Appraisal District is required under the 
Code to assess property at 100% of its appraised value. Real property is reappraised at least every four 
years. Under certain circumstances, taxpayers and taxing units including the County, may challenge orders 
of the Appraisal Review Board through various appeals and, if necessary, legal action. 

Under the Code, the Commissioners Court will continue to set annual tax rates on the property. The Code 
also provides that, if approved by the qualified voters in the Appraisal District, collection functions may be 
placed with the Appraisal District. The County bills and collects its property taxes and those of certain 
other taxing entities. Collections of those taxes pending distribution are accounted for in a custodial fund. 

The County is permitted by Article VIII, Section 9 of the State of Texas Constitution to levy taxes up to 
$ 0.80 per $ 100 assessed valuation for general governmental services including payment of principal and 
interest on general long-term debt and maintenance of roads and bridges. Article 6790 of Vernon's Civil 
Statutes permits the County to collect an additional $0.15 per $ 100 valuation for road and bridge 
purposes. Article 7048a of Vernon's Civil Statutes permits the County to collect $ 0.30 per $ 100 valuation 
for road , bridge and flood control purposes.

Activity between funds that are representative of lending/borrowing arrangements outstanding at the end of 
the fiscal year are referred to as either "due to/from other funds" (i.e., the current portion of interfund loans) 
or "advances to/from other funds" (i.e., the non-current portion of interfund loans). All outstanding balances 
between funds are reported as "due to/from other funds". The County had no advances between funds. All 
activity between funds was for short-term cash flow requirements. See Note 4 for additional discussion of 
interfund receivables and payables. 

Inventories and Prepaid Items 

The County utilizes the consumption method to account for inventory and prepaid expenditures. Under 
this method, inventory and prepaid expenditures are considered an expenditure when used rather than 
when purchased. Significant inventories are reported on the balance sheet at cost, using the first-in , 
first-out method, with an offsetting reservation of fund balance in the governmental fund financial 
statements since they do not constitute "available spendable resources" even though they are a 
component of current assets. Inventories in the governmental funds are comprised of road materials, 
bulk fuel , parts, and chemicals. Certain payments to vendors reflect costs applicable to future accounting 
periods and are recorded as prepaid items in government-wide and prepaid expenditures in the fund 
financial statements. 

Capital Assets 

Capital assets, which include land, construction in progress, vehicles and equipment, buildings and 
improvements, and infrastructure are reported in the governmental activities column in the government­
wide financial statements. All capital assets are valued at historical cost or estimated historical cost if 
actual historical is not available. Donated assets are valued at their acquisition value on the date of 
donation. Repairs and maintenance are recorded as expenses. Renewals and betterments are capitalized. 

Major outlays for capital assets and improvements are capitalized as projects are constructed. Interest 
incurred during the construction phase of capital assets of business-type activities is included as part of the 
capitalized value of the assets constructed. The amount of interest cost to be capitalized on assets with 
tax-exempt borrowing is equal to the cost of the borrowing less interest earned on the related tax-exempt 
borrowing. During the year ended December 31, 2022, no capitalized interestwas included in the cost of 
capital assets under construction. 
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Capital Assets - Continued 

Assets capitalized have an original cost of$ 5,000 or more and over two years of useful life. Depreciation 
has been calculated on each class of depreciable property using the straight-line method. Leased assets 
are depreciated over the lesser of the term of the related lease or the estimated useful lives of the assets.

It is the County's policy to permit employees to accumulate earned but unused vacation benefits, which are 
eligible for payment upon separation from government service. The liability for such leave is reported as 
incurred in the government-wide financial statements. A liability for those amounts is recorded in the 
governmental funds only if the liability is matured as a result of employee resignation or retirement. 

Accumulated sick leave lapses when employees leave the employ of the county and, upon separation from 
service, no monetary obligation exists. 

The liability for compensated absences disclosed in the financial statements represents accumulated 
vacation and compensatory time at December 31, 2022, computed at pay rates in effect at that time was 
$224,124. 

Deferred Outflows and Inflows of Resources 

Guidance for deferred outflows of resources and deferred inflows of resources is provided by GASB No. 
63, "Financial Reporting of Deferred Outflows of Resources, Deferred Inflows of Resources, and Net 
Position". Concepts Statement No. 4, Elements of Financial Statements, introduced and defined those 
elements as a consumption of net assets by the government that is applicable to a future reporting 
period, and an acquisition of net assets by the government that is applicable to a future period, 
respectively. Previous financial reporting standards do not include guidance for reporting those financial 
statement elements, which are distinct from assets and liabilities. Further, GASB No. 65, "Items 
Previously Reported as Assets and Liabilities", had an objective to either (a) properly classify certain items 
that were previously reported as assets and liabilities as deferred outflows of resources or deferred inflows 
of resources or (b) recognize certain items that were previously reported as assets and liabilities as outflows 
of resources (expenses or expenditures) or inflows of resources (revenues). 

Pension Plans 

For purposes of measuring the net pension liability, deferred outflows of resources and deferred inflows 
of resources related to pensions, and pension expense, information about the Fiduciary Net Position of 
the Texas County and District Retirement System (TCDRS) and additions to/deductions from TCDRS's 
Fiduciary Net Position have been determined on the same basis as they are reported by TCDRS. For 
this purpose, plan contributions are recognized in the period that compensation is reported for the 
employee, which is when contributions are legally due. Benefit payments and refunds are recognized 
when due and payable in accordance with the benefit terms. Investments are reported at fair value.

Other Post-Employment Benefits 

The fiduciary net position of the Colorado County Retiree Health Care Plan (the "Plan") has been 
determined using the flow of economic resources measurement focus and full accrual basis of 
accounting. This includes for purposes of measuring the total OPEB liability, deferred outflows of 
resources and deferred inflows of resources related to other post-employment benefits, OPEB expense, 
and information about assets, liabilities and additions to/deductions from the Plan's total OPEB liability. 
Benefit payments are recognized when due and payable in accordance with the benefit terms. There are 
no assets as this is a pay-as-you-go plan. 

Long-Term Debt 

In the government-wide financial statements, long-term debt and other long-term obligations are reported 
as liabilities in the applicable governmental activities statement of net position. Bond premiums and 
discounts are deferred and amortized over the life of the bonds using the straight-line method. Bonds 
payable are reported net of the applicable bond premium or discount. Bond issuance costs are reported 
as interest and fiscal charge expenses. 

In the fund financial statements, governmental fund types recognize bond premiums and discounts, as 
well as bond issuance costs, during the current period. The face amount of the debt is reported as other 
financing resources. Premiums received on debt issuances are reported as other financing sources while 
discounts on debt issuances are reported as other financing uses. Issuance costs, whether or not 
withheld from the actual debt proceeds received, are reported as debt service expenditures. 

Fund Balance 

The County's Commissioners Court meets on a regular basis to manage and review cash financial 
activities and to ensure compliance with established policies. The County's unassigned General Fund 
Balance is maintained to provide the County with sufficient working capital and a margin of safety to 
address local and regional emergencies without borrowing. The unassigned General Fund Balance may 
only be appropriated by resolution of the County's Commissioners Court. Fund Balance of the County may 
be committed for a specific source by formal action of the County's Commissioners Court. Amendments or 
modifications of the committed fund balance must also be approved by formal action by the County's 
Commissioners Court. When it is appropriate for fund balance to be assigned , the County's 
Commissioners Court has delegated authority to the County Judge or the County Auditor. In circumstances 
where an expenditure is to be made for a purpose for which amounts are available in multiple fund balance 
classifications, the order in which resources will be expended are as follows: restricted fund balance, 
followed by committed fund balance, assigned fund balance, and lastly, unassigned fund balance. 

The nonspendable fund balance includes a portion of net resources that cannot be spent because of 
their form or because they must be maintained intact. Resources not in spendable form include 
inventories, prepaid expenditures and long-term receivables. 
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Fund Balance - Continued 

The restricted fund balance includes net resources that can be spent only for the specific purposes 
stipulated by constitution, external resource providers (creditors, grantors, and contributors) , laws and 
regulations of other governments, or through enabling legislation. The enabling legislation authorizes the 
County to access, levy, charge or otherwise mandate payment of resources from external resource 
providers; those resources can be used only for the specific purposes stipulated in the legislation . The 
County's fee revenue generated through enabling legislations include auto registration fees, birth/death 
certificate fees, adult bond supervision fees, child abuse protection fees, court technology fees, election 
service fees, family protection fees, financial security fees, juvenile case management fees, law library 
fees, records archive fees, and records management and preservation fees reported under Non-Major 
Special Revenue Funds, and auto registration fees, certificates of title, and gross weight and axle fees 
reported under the Road & Bridge Precinct Funds. 

The committed fund balance includes spendable net resources that can only be used for specific 
purposes pursuant to constraints imposed by formal Commissioners Court actions, no later than the 
close of the fiscal year. These actions must be in the form of a resolution approved by Commissioners 
Court. Those constraints remain binding unless removed or changed in the same manner employed to 
previously commit those resources. At December 31 , 2022, the Commissioners agreed to commit fund 
balances for the Airport Fund, each of the Road & Bridge Precinct Funds and Historical Commission 
Fund. 

The assigned fund balance includes amounts that are constrained by the County's intent to be used for 
specific purposes, but are neither restricted nor committed. Such intent should be expressed by 
Commissioners Court or its designated officials to assign amounts to be used. Constraints imposed on 
the use of assigned amounts can be removed with no formal Commissioners Court actions. At December 
31 , 2022, there are no assignments of fund balance. 

The unassigned Fund Balance represents spendable net resources that have not been restricted , 
committed, or assigned to specific purposes. The general fund is the only fund that reports a positive 
unassigned fund balance amount.

Net Position

The County classifies deposits and investments for financial statement purposes as cash and temporary 
investments, and investments based upon both liquidity (demand deposits) and maturity date (deposits and 
investments) of the asset at the date of purchase. For this purpose, a temporary investment is one that 
when purchased had a maturity date of three months or less. Investments are classified as either short-term 
investments or investments. Short-term investments have a maturity of one year or less and investments are 
those that have a maturity of one year or more. See Note 1 for additional Governmental Accounting 
Standards Board Statement No. 31 disclosures. 

Deposits 

Custodial Credit Risk - Deposits. Custodial credit risk is the risk that in the event of a financial institution 
failure, the County's deposits may not be returned to them. The County requires that all deposits with 
financial institutions be collateralized in an amount equal to 110 percent of uninsured balances. 

At year-end, the carrying amount of the County's financial institution deposits, was $ 24,565,623. while the 
financial institution balances totaled $ 25,245,961 . Of these balances, $276,142 was covered by federal 
depository insurance coverage and $ 24,969,819 was covered by collateral held by the County's agent in the 
County's name. 
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Investments 

Chapter 2256 of the Texas Government Code {the Public Funds Investment Act) authorizes the County 
to invest its funds under a written investment policy. The investment policy primarily emphasizes safety 
of principal and liquidity, addresses investment diversification, yield, and maturity and also addresses the 
quality and capability of investment personnel. This investment policy defines what constitutes the legal 
list of investments allowed under the policy, which excludes certain instruments allowed under the Public 
Funds Investment Act. 

The County's investment policy authorizes the County to invest in 1) obligations of the United States or 
its agencies and instrumentalities; 2) direct obligations of the State of Texas or its agencies; 3) other 
obligations, the principal of and interest on which are unconditionally guaranteed or insured by the State 
of Texas or the United States; 4) obligations of states, agencies, counties, cities and other political 
subdivisions of any state having been rated as to investment quality by a nationally recognized 
investment rating firm and having received a rating of not less than A or its equivalent; 5) certificates of 
deposit by state and national banks domiciled in the state that are guaranteed or insured by the Federal 
Deposit Insurance Corporation or secured by obligations that are described in 1) through 4); 6) money 
market mutual funds regulated by the Securities an Exchange Commission with a dollar weighted 
average portfolio maturity of 90 days or less; 7) eligible investment pools organized and operating in 
compliance with the Public Funds Investment Act that have been authorized by Commissioners Court, 
and whose investment philosophy and strategy are consistent with the Policy and the County's ongoing 
investment strategy. 

The County's Investment Officer submits an investment report quarterly to Commissioners Court. The 
report details the investment position and transactions of the County and the compliance of the 
investment portfolio as it relates to both the adopted investment strategy and Texas state law. 

For the year ending December 31 , 2022, the County did not have any investments.

The bond ordinances require that a tax be levied sufficient to pay current interest and create a sinking fund 
of not less than the amount to pay current principal and interest. The current year tax levy was set to utilize 
the excess fund balance above the bond ordinance requirement. For the year ended December 31 , 2022, 
the amount of ad valorem taxes collected for interest and sinking were $ 628,841 , while the debt service 
requirements for principal and interest was $ 626,898. The bond resolutions provide no express remedies in 
the event of default and make no provision for acceleration of maturity of the bonds.

NOTE 8 - TEXAS COUNTY AND DISTRICT RETIREMENT SYSTEM PENSION PLAN 

Plan Description - The County provides retirement, disability, and death benefits for all of its full-time 
employees through a non-traditional defined benefit pension plan in the statewide Texas County and 
District Retirement System (TCDRS). The Board of Trustees of TCDRS is responsible for the 
administration of the statewide agent multiple-employer public employee retirement system consisting 
of more than 830 non-traditional defined benefit plans. TCDRS in the aggregate issues a annual 
comprehensive financial report (ACFR) on a calendar year basis. The ACFR is available upon written 
request from the TCDRS Board of Trustees at P.O. Box 2034, Austin, TX 79768-2034. 

The plan provisions are adopted by the governing body of the employer, within the options available in 
the Texas state statutes governing TCDRS (TCDRS Act) . Members can retire at age 60 and above with 
8 or more years of service, with 20 years of service regardless of age, or when the sum of their age and 
years of service equals 75 or more. Members are vested after 8 years of service, but must leave their 
accumulated contributions in the plan to receive any employer-financed benefit. Members who 
withdraw their personal contributions in a lump sum are not entitled to any amounts contributed by their 
employer. 

All eligible employees of the County are required to participate in TC DRS.

Contributions - The contribution rates for employees in TCDRS are either 4%, 5%, 6%, or 7% of 
employee compensation, and the employer matching percentages are either 100%, 150%, or 200%, 
both as adopted by the governing body of the employer. Under the state laws governing TCDRS, the 
contribution rate for each employer is determined annually by the actuary, using the Entry Age Normal 
(EAN) actuarial cost method. Participating employers are required to contribute at the actuarially 
determined rates to ensure adequate funding for each employer's plan. Employer contribution rates are 
determined annually and approved by the TCDRS Board of Trustees. 

Each employer has the opportunity to make additional contributions in excess of its annual required 
contribution rate either by adopting an elected rate that is higher than the required rate or by making 
additional contributions on an ad hoc basis. Employers may make additional contributions to pay down 
their liabilities faster, pre-fund benefit enhancements and/or buffer against future adverse experience. 
In addition, employers annually review their plans and may adjust benefits and costs based on their 
local needs and budgets. Although accrued benefits may not be reduced, employers may reduce future 
benefit accruals and immediately reduce costs. 

Employees of the County were required to contribute 7.00% of their annual compensation during the 
fiscal year. The County's required contribution rates of 13.20% and 10.65% in calendar years 2022 and 
2021 , respectively. The County's contributions to TCDRS for the year ended December 31, 2022 were 
$ 1,099,799. 

Net Pension Asset - The County's Net Pension Asset was measured as of December 31 , 2021 , and the 
Total Pension Liability (TPL) used to calculate the Net Pension Asset was determined by an actuarial 
valuation as of that date.

The assumed long-term investment return of 7.50% is net after investment and administrative 
expenses.

The long-term expected rate of return on TCDRS assets is determined by adding expected inflation to 
expected long-term real returns , and reflecting expected volatility and correlation. The capital market 
assumptions and information shown below are provided by TCDRS' investment consultant, Cliffwater 
LLC. The numbers are based on January 2022 information for a 10-year time horizon.

Discount Rate - The discount rate is the sing le rate of return that, when applied to all projected benefit 
payments results in an actuarial present value of projected benefit payments equal to the total of the 
following : 

1. The actuarial present value of benefit payments projected to be made in future periods in which (a) 
the amount of the pension plan's fiduciary net position is projected to be greater than the benefit 
payments that are projected to be made in that period and (b) pension plan assets up to that point 
are expected to be invested using a strategy to achieve the long-term rate of return , calculated 
using the long-term expected rate of return on pension plan investments. 

2. The actuarial present value of projected benefit payments not include in (1) , calculated using the 
municipal bond rate. 
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Therefore, if plan investments in a given future year are greater than projected benefit payments in that 
year and are invested such that they are expected to earn the long-term rate of return, the discount rate 
applied to projected benefit payments in that year should be the long-term expected rate of return on plan 
investments. If future years exist where this is not the case, then an index rate reflecting the yield on a 
20-year, tax-exempt municipal bond should be used to discount the projected benefit payments for those 
years. 

The determination of a future date when plan investments are not sufficient to pay projected benefit 
payments is often referred to as a depletion date projection. A depletion date projection compares 
projections of the pension plan's fiduciary net position to projected benefit payments and aims to 
determine a future value, if one exists, when the fiduciary net position is projected to be less than 
projected benefit payments. If an evaluation of the sufficiency of the projected fiduciary net position 
compared to projected benefit payments can be made with sufficient reliability without performing a 
depletion date projection, alternative methods to determine sufficiency may be applied. 

In order to determine the discount rate to be used by the employer we have used an alternative method 
to determine the sufficiency of the fiduciary net position in all future years. Our alternative method reflects 
the funding requirements under the employer's funding policy and the legal requirements under the 
TCDRS Act. 

1. TCDRS has a funding policy where the Unfunded Actuarial Accrued Liability (UAAL) shall be 
amortized as a level percent of pay over 20-year closed layered periods. 

2. Under the TCDRS Act, the employer is legally required to make the contribution specified in the 
funding policy. 

3. The employer's assets are projected to exceed its accrued liabilities in 20 years or less. When this 
point is reached, the employer is still required to contribute at least the normal cost. 

4. Any increased cost due to the adoption of a COLA is required to be funded over a period of 15 years, 
if applicable. 

Based on the above, the projected fiduciary net position is determined to be sufficient compared to 
projected benefit payments. Based on the expected level of cash flows and investment returns to the 
system, the fiduciary net position as a percentage of total pension liability is projected to increase from its 
current level in future years. 

Since the projected fiduciary net position is projected to be sufficient to pay projected benefit payments in 
all future years, the discount rate for purposes of calculating the total pension liability and net pension 
liability of the employer is equal to the long-term assumed rate of return on investments. This long-term 
assumed rate of return should be net of investment expenses, but gross of administrative expenses for 
GASB 68 purposes. Therefore, we have used a discount rate of 7.60%. This rate reflects the long-term 
assumed rate of return on assets for funding purposes of 7.50%, net of all expenses, increased by 0.10% 
to be gross of administrative expenses.

NOTE 9 - POSTEMPLOYMENT BENEFITS OTHER THAN PENSIONS (OPEB) 

Plan Description - The County's defined benefit OPES plan, Colorado County Retiree Health Care Plan 
(CCRHCP), provides medical benefits to plan members of the County. CCRHCP is a single-employer 
defined benefit OPES plan administered by the County. Local Government Code Section 157.101 
assigns the authority to establish and amend benefit provisions to Commissioners Court. No assets are 
accumulated in a trust that meets the criteria in paragraph 4 of Statement 75. 

Benefits Provided - Plan participants are full-time regular employees who, at the time they leave County 
employment, are: 

1. Eligible for retirement benefits under Texas County and District Retirement guidelines, and 
2. Have a total of 20 years of service with the County, of which at least 8 years are continuous 

service, and 
3. Are covered under the County group health insurance program at the time of the separation , 

and 
4. Are not Medicare eligible. 

Coverage for dependents who are not Medicare eligible and who are participants in the County's group 
health insurance plan at the time of the employee's separation may also be continued. In the event of 
the retiree's death, covered dependents may continue coverage until they become Medicare eligible 
provided they make required premium payments on a timely basis. Dental and life insurance benefits 
are also available to the retiree at the retiree's cost. The life insurance benefit is a level $10,000. Any 
dependent coverage the retiree may have will be at the retiree's cost.

Contributions - Local Government Code Section 157. 102 assigns to Commissioners Court the authority 
to establish and amend contribution requirements of the plan members. The County may contribute all, 
part of, or none of the premium payment. The County's contribution, if any, will be determined annually 
by Commissioners Court during the County budget process and will be effective on a fiscal year basis. 
The County does not contribute toward the cost of coverage for retirees who do not meet the eligibility 
requirements. The County pays no more for retiree healthcare than the premium it pays for active 
employees for each rate tier structure (retiree only, retiree + spouse, retiree + child , retiree + children, 
retiree + family) . 

The plan is funded on a pay-as-you-go basis. For the year ended September 30, 2022, the total benefit 
payments made to the plan was$ 9,760. 

Total OPEB Liability - The County's total OPEB liability of$ 194,930 was measured as of December 31, 
2022 utilizing the actuarial valuation performed as of December 31 , 2022.

The County is contingently liable in respect to lawsuits and other claims in the ordinary course of its 
operations. Such lawsuits include various civil claims that are currently between the stages of discovery 
and pleadings. The outcome of these lawsuits and other claims are not presently determinable and the 
resolutions of these matters are not expected to have a material effect on the financial condition of the 
County. 
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NOTE 11 - GRANTS, ENTITLEMENTS AND SHARED REVENUES 

During the year ended December 31 , 2022, the County applied for and received federal and state grants 
related to various activities. The operations of these grants are reported in the general fund and various 
special revenue funds. For the most part, these grants are reimbursement type grants, therefore, revenues 
equal expenditures. Grant revenues are classified as intergovernmental revenues. The federal financial 
assistance programs are covered by the requirements of the Single Audit Act and the Uniform Guidance. 

The state financial assistance programs are covered by the State of Texas Single Audit Circular (Uniform 
Grant Management Standards). A single audit was not performed on the federal or state financial 
assistance programs as the federal and state financial assistance programs did not meet the $ 750,000 
threshold , respectively. 

NOTE 12 - RISK MANAGEMENT 

The County is exposed to various risks of loss related to torts, theft of, damage to and destruction of 
assets, business interruption, errors and omissions, injuries to employees, employee health benefits and 
other claims of various natures. The County participates in the Texas Association of Counties 
Intergovernmental Risk Pool (the "Pool") which provides protection for risks of loss. Premiums are paid to 
the Pool which retains the risk of loss beyond the County's policy deductibles. Any losses reported from 
unsettled or incurred but not reported, are believed to be insignificant to the County's basic financial 
statement. For the year ended December 31 , 2022, there were no significant reductions of insurance 
coverage or insurance settlements in excess of insurance coverage. Any losses reported but unsettled or 
incurred and not reported are believed to be insignificant to the County's basic financial statements. 

NOTE 13 - PRIOR PERIOD ADJUSTMENT 

The beginning fund balance of the Road & Bridge Precinct Number 2 Fund has been restated on the 
fund basis financial statements to record a prior period adjustment to correct due from other 
governments recorded in prior years.

Sheriff Forfeiture Fund - This fund is used to account for forfeitures awarded as part of Article 59.06 of 
the Texas Code of Criminal Procedures and may be disbursed solely for expenditures of law 
enforcement purposes. 

Road and Bridge Precinct Number 1 Fund - This fund is used to account for the County's revenues 
and expenditures related to the construction and maintenance of roads and bridges within the County's 
precinct #1 . 

Road and Bridge Precinct Number 2 Fund - This fund is used to account for the County's revenues 
and expenditures related to the construction and maintenance of roads and bridges within the County's 
precinct #2. 

Road and Bridge Precinct Number 3 Fund - This fund is used to account for the County's revenues 
and expenditures related to the construction and maintenance of roads and bridges within the County's 
precinct #3. 

Road and Bridge Precinct Number 4 Fund - This fund is used to account for the County's revenues 
and expenditures related to the construction and maintenance of roads and bridges within the County's 
precinct #4. 

Harvey Disaster Recovery Fund - This fund is used to account for federal source revenues used for 
drainage and road improvements in unincorporated areas of the County related to Hurricane Harvey. 

Election Services Contract Fund - This fund is used to account for revenues and expenditures related 
to the costs to conduct and supervise a political subdivision's election. 

HAVA Cares Act Fund - This fund is used to account for federal source revenues used to improve the 
administration of elections for federal office including to enhance election technology and make election 
security improvements. 

LEOSE Fund - This fund is used to account for revenues and expenditures related to the continuing 
education of licensed individuals under Chapter 1701 of the Occupations Code. 

Security Fund - This fund is used to account for revenues and expenditures related to improving and 
maintaining courtroom and general courthouse security. 
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NON MAJOR GOVERNMENT AL FUNDS 

Special Revenue Funds 

Law Library Fund - This fund is used to account for revenues and expenditures related to the maintenance of 
a library for use by members of the Texas Bar Association. 

Justice Court Technology Fund - This fund is used to account for revenues and expenditures related to the 
purchase and maintenance of technology enhancements for justice courts. 

County and District Court Technology Fund - This fund is used to account for revenues and expenditures 
related to the purchase of technology enhancements for County and District Courts. 

Historical Commission Fund - This fund is used to account for programs conducted to preserve the historical 
heritage of the County. 

Hot Check Fund - This fund is used to account for "hot check" fees received by the County Attorney and 
County Clerk. 

County Attorney Salary Supplemental Fund - This fund is used to account for state source revenues used 
to supplement salaries and other expenditures of the County Attorney's office. 

Debt Service Funds 

Debt service funds account for the accumulation of resources from governmental resources and the payments 
of general obligation debt principal, interest and related costs . 

Debt Service Fund - This fund is used to account for and report financial resources that are restricted to the 
payments of principal and interest expenditures. 

Capital Projects Funds 

Capital projects funds are used to account for the acquisition and construction of major capital facilities other 
than those financed by proprietary funds and trust funds. 

Capital Projects Fund - This fund is used to account for revenues and expenditures related to the acquisition 
and/or restoration of public facilities and infrastructure.

In exchange for the issuance of a permit by Colorado County to perform the work described on 
the Application, Applicant agrees to comply with the following provisions: 

1. Applicant shall pay a permit, inspection and document review fee of $1,000 for the Oil & 
Gas industry and $100 for all other types of right-of-way permits and a fee of $500 for 
each open cut of a County Road if that procedure is approved by the Precinct 
Commissioner. 

2. Applicant expressly recognizes that the issuance of a permit by Colorado County does 
not grant any right, claim, title, or easement in or upon the road or its appurtenances. 
In the future, should Colorado County, for any reason, need to work, improve, relocate, 
widen, increase, add to, decrease, or in any manner change the structure of the road or 
right-of-way, the line, if affected, will be moved, or relocated at the complete expense 
of Applicant. 

3. Colorado County, its employees, agents or assigns will be held harmless for all claims, 
actions, or damages of every kind and description which may occur to or be suffered by 
any person or persons, corporation, or property by reason of the performance of any 
such work, character of material used or manner of installation, maintenance or 
operation or by improper occupancy of rights-of-way or public place or public structure, 
and in case any suit or action is brought against Colorado County for damages arising 
out of or by reason of any of the above causes, Applicant, is successors or assigns, will 
upon notice to him or them of commencement of such action, defend the same at his or 
their own expense, and will satisfy any judgment after said suit or action shall have 
finally been determined if adverse to Colorado County. 

4. Colorado County, its employees and agents will, at no time, be held liable for any 
damage or injury done to the property of Applicant whether in contract or in tort, which 
may result from improving and/or maintaining its county roads or right-of-ways. 

5. The Applicant must provide three copies of drawings or diagrams showing proposed 
location of the utility, pipeline, communication line, electrical line, or telephone line 
(hereafter "utility") with respect to right-of-way, type of installation or repair, size, 
length, material, and size of appurtenances, if any. 

6. The construction and maintenance by Applicant shall not interfere with a previously 
installed utility. When necessary to remove or adjust another utility, a representative of 
that other utility shall be notified to decide the method and work to be done. Any cost 
of temporarily or permanently relocating other utilities shall be borne by Applicant. 
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7. If Applicant is installing a pipeline across a county road, the pipe shall be encased from 
right-of-way line to right-of-way line. Vents will be provided at each end where the 
length of casing is over 150 feet. All vents shall be placed outside county road right-of­
way. Readily identifiable and suitable markers shall be placed at the right-of-way line 
where it is crossed by the pipeline. 

8. If Applicant is installing a pipeline along the county road right-of-way it shall be located 
as close as possible to the right-of-way line as specified by the Precinct Commissioner. 
Readily identifiable and suitable markers shall be placed along the pipeline every 1,000 
feet. 

9. Applicant agrees to haul heavy loads or equipment to the work site along routes 
designated by the Commissioner of the Precinct in which such roads are located and 
Applicant, further, agrees to reimburse the County for any and all damages to roads and 
bridges in Colorado County from the movement of said loads or equipment within 30 
days of receipt of County's notice of damages. 

10. The Applicant shall make every effort to open and close all trenching operations during 
the daylight hours of one day. Appropriate measures shall be followed in the interest of 
safety, traffic convenience and access to adjacent property for all trenching operations. 
It shall be the responsibility of the Applicant to adhere to the section on construction 
and maintenance as outlined in the Texas Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices. 

11. All lines, where practicable, shall be located to cross roadbed at an approximate right 
angle. No lines are to be installed under or within 50 feet of either end of any bridge. 
No lines shall be placed in any culvert or within 10 feet of the closest point of same. 

12. Parallel lines will be installed as near to the right-of-way line as possible, and no parallel 
line will be installed in the roadbed or between the drainage ditch and the roadbed 
without special permission of the Precinct Commissioner. 

13. No work shall be performed in the County right-of-way until after a permit has been 
issued by the County. Each permit will be valid for a period of 180 days. If construction 
has not been completed within this period, a new permit must be obtained. 

14. The Applicant or its Contractor shall have a copy of the executed Application, 
Agreement and Permit available on the job site during the duration of the work. 

15. All lines shall be buried at least forty (40) inches below the lowest point of the roads, 
ditches, creeks or borrow pits. 

16. All open cut excavations of a county road shall be no greater in width than is necessary 
to adequately install the utility line. 
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17. Operations along roadways shall be performed in such a manner that all excavated 
material be kept off the pavement at all times, as well as all operating equipment and 
materials. No equipment or installation procedures will be used which will damage any 
road surface or structures. The cost of any repairs to road surface, roadbed, structures, 
or other right-of-way features as a direct result of this installation will be borne by the 
Utility. 

18. Upon completion of the project, all equipment, construction material, surplus materials, 
trash, broken concrete, lumber, etc. shall be removed from the construction site. The 
entire construction site shall be graded and cleaned to present the appearance as it was 
prior to construction or better. 

19. For utility lines crossing under a County road or private entrance, Contractor shall be 
required to drill, core, or bore through the sub-grade at a depth to be determined by the 
Precinct Commissioner. If, however, such procedure is deemed impractical by reason of 
rock, utilities, underground construction or terrain, special permission shall be obtained 
from the Precinct Commissioner before an open road cut will be allowed. If approved, 
trenching, backfilling, and resurfacing of the cut shall be done in accordance with the 
procedures outlined in this Agreement. The Applicant shall be responsible for all paving 
repair for a period of one year after comp letion. 

20. Backfill requirements for all open cut excavation and trenches sha ll be as follows: 
i. Areas not subject to or influenced by vehicular traffic- the trench backfill 

shall be placed in layers not more than ten inches (10") in depth, and 
shall be compacted by whatever means the Contractor chooses. 

ii. Areas subject to or influenced by vehicular traffic- the trench backfill shall 
be mechanically compacted in six-inch (6") lifts to a minimum of ninety 
percent (90%) modified proctor density.

Asphaltic concrete must then be 
added and tamped or rolled to make a level surface with existing 
road surface.

The Texas Association of Counties Health and Employee Benefits Pool (TAC HEBP) is pleased to 
enclose Colorado County's employee benefit renewal for your upcoming plan anniversary date. 

For over a decade, the Pool renewal has been below the state average for health plan rate increases. 
We continue to see an uptick in high-cost claimants (individuals whose claims exceed $50,000). Still, the 
Pool renewal average of 6.2% is once again below the projected 2024 medical and prescription drug 
trend (healthcare cost inflation) for Texas, which is 7-13%. 

Renewal rates are set annually using a comprehensive actuarial process that determines the amount 
needed by the Pool to fund claims and operating costs for the coming year. We then evaluate each 
individual county or district based on a combination of the group's size, claims experience, high-cost 
claimants, age and gender statistics, and geographic area (healthcare claims vary significantly by 
geographic region of the state). Based on this analysis, your group's renewal rate may be above or 
below the Pool average. Your renewal rates for Plan Year 2024 are enclosed, along with your TAC 
Employee Benefits and Wellness Consultants' contact information. Your renewal information may 
include alternate benefit plans (if not, alternates are available upon request) . 

We are pleased to announce several changes/enhancements to TAC HEBP dental, life and vision 
products as result of a recent RFP for those offerings. Please see the material included with your 
renewal packet for more information. 

TAC HEBP understands how valuable healthcare benefits are for your employees and their families. 
We appreciate your partnership with the Pool and want to continue helping Colorado County offer this 
important benefit. Again, we thank you for your membership in the Pool and look forward to working 
with you during the upcoming plan year.

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Affordable Care Act (ACA) Update for 2023 - 24 Plan Year 

ACA Related Legislation 

As of the date of this printing, ACA regulations and requirements remain in effect. TAC HEBP 

continues to monitor legislative efforts to modify the ACA, and will provide education and guidance 

to our Pool members if and when changes affecting your plans and/or reporting requirements are 

forthcoming. We utilize outside sources as well as TAC staff to monitor andanalyze this issue. The 

guidance in this document is based on the law as it currently exists. However, the update should not 

be regarded as legal advice. We encourage you to check with your county attorney for a thorough 

discussion of statutory interpretation issues. 

Large Employer Coverage Mandates 

Effective for plan years beginning on or after Jan. 1, 2016, employers with 50 or more full time 

equivalent employees must offer health coverage to at least 95% of employees who work an average 

of 30 hours per week or more. The coverage must meet minimum value (pay at least 60 percent of 

covered costs; all TAC plans comply with this requirement) and be considered affordable ( employer 

cannot collect more than 9.61% of employee's W-2 Box 1 income for self-only coverage). 

Measurement Periods 

Employers should have defined a standard measurement period of between 3 and 12 months for 

tracking the hours of part-time and variable-hour employees. For plan years beginning on or after 

January 1, 2015, employees who work on average 30 hours per week or more during the preceding 

measurement period must be offered health coverage. The employee must be offered coverage for a 

period of time equal to or greater than the length of the measurement period but not less than 6 

months. Coverage will start after a standard administrative period of not more than 90 days. 

ACAFees 

ACA fees for this plan year are as follows: The Patient-Centered Outcomes Research Institute 

(PCORI) fee is to help fund research relating to patient-centered outcomes and evaluating risks and 

benefits of medical treatments, services, etc. This fee was originally set to end after 2019, but has 

been reinstated. For 2022, the fee was $3.00 per member per year, payable in July, 2023. 

For the 2023-24 plan year, the HEBP Board of Directors has elected to pay these fees on behalf of all 

Pool members. 
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2023 is the 9th year of reporting requirements under the ACA. In January 2024*, all employers 

with 50 or more full time equivalent employees must provide a form 1095C to every employee or 

former employee who worked full time for any month during calendar year 2022. (Full time for 

ACA purposes is working 30 hours per week on average over the course of the employer's 

measurement period.) NOTE: The IRS now requires employers who file more than ten (10) 1095C 

forms to file them electronically (prior to 2023 the threshold was 250 returns). 
* Historically, each year the IRS has extended this deadline to the end of February. 

A copy of these forms must be provided to the IRS along with an informational transmittal form 

(1094C). The purpose of this reporting is to allow the IRS to determine whether the employer has 

satisfied the ACA Employer Mandate, and to determine whether employees and their dependents 

were eligible for subsidies when purchasing coverage through the Federal Exchange. 

TAC HEBP will continue offering ARTS (Affordable Care Act Reporting and Tracking Service) to 

counties and districts who utilize our health plans at no charge, which will enable them to produce 

the necessary forms. In addition to producing the required forms and filing them with the IRS, 

ARTS will also track lookback measurement periods and perform affordability testing when 

applicable. 

Your employees and any covered retiree or COBRA participant may also be issued a form 1095B 

from TAC HEBP. The 1095B provides proof of individual coverage for employees and their enrolled 

dependents. Although penalties were eliminated for the ACA Individual Mandate as of 1/1/2019, the 

IRS has not eliminated the requirement for producing and filing these forms. Forms for calendar 

year_2023 will be available upon request only in February 2024. The forms will be filed with the IRS 

as required. 

Limits on Cost-sharing and Combined maximum out-of-pocket 

Effective for plan years beginning on or after Jan. 1, 2014, non-grandfathered health plans are 

subject to limits on cost-sharing or out-of-pocket costs. For 2023-2024, out-of-pocket expenses may 

not exceed $9,100 for self-only coverage and $18,200 for family coverage. Out-of-pocket costs 

which apply to these limits include medical plan co-payments, deductibles, and co-insurance AND 

prescription co-payments and deductibles.

Frequently Asked Questions about Grandfathered Health Benefit Plans 

1) What is a "grandfathered plan"? 

Grandfathered health plans under the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act (ACA) are 
those existing without major changes to their provisions since 
March 23, 2010, the date of the ACA's enactment. 

2) What makes a non-grandfathered plan different? 

Grandfathered plans do not have to comply with several ACA requirements, including those listed 

below, which Non-grandfathered plans must comply with: 

• Provide coverage for preventive care without member cost-sharing (no co-pays, 
deductibles, or coinsurance) when using an in-network provider. There are over 60 
services included in this requirement, including annual wellness visits for all ages, age 
and gender appropriate immunizations and screenings, and contraceptive services for 
women. A full listing can be found at http://www.healthcare.gov/what-are-my-preventive­

care-benefits 

• Limitations on out-of-pocket maximum amounts 

• External review of appeals: a member who contests the denial of a service 
recommended by his/her medical provider can request an appeal by a federally 
appointed external review board; the cost of this appeal is charged to the plan 

• Coverage for out-of-network emergency services at no additional cost over in-network 
cost 

• Coverage of routine costs associated with clinical trials 

3) What causes a plan to lose grandfathered status? 

Changing the balance of employer and employee share of costs as follows: 

• Increase co-pays by more than $5 or a percentage equal to medical inflation 

plus 15%, whichever is greater. 

Example: if the plan had a $20 office visit co-pay in March of 2010, it could be increased to $25 

without Losing grandfathered status 

• Increase deductible or maximum out-of-pocket amount by more than a percentage equal to 

medical inflation plus 15%, whichever is greater. 

Example: if the plan had a $500 deductible and a $2500 out-of-pocket maximum in March of 2010, it 

could increase the deductible to $600 and the out-of-pocket maximum to $3100 without losing 

grandfathered status (note that these are non-standard amounts for TAC HEBP plans) 
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• Decrease percentage of plan coinsurance rate by any amount. 

Example: if the plan had a 90% coinsurance rate in March of 2010, it could not decrease the rate to 

80% without losing grandfathered status 

• Lower the employer contribution rate by more than 5% for any group of covered persons, or 

increase employee contribution rate from $0 to any amount. 

Example: if the employer paid $1000 per month toward the cost of employee and spouse coverage in 

March of 2010, it could not decrease the contribution below $950 without losing grandfathered status 

• Add or reduce an annual dollar limit (overall or for a specific service). 

•

increase by <5% (exception: if employee contribution is $0, no increase is allowed). 

Adding a coverage tier (such as employee + 1 child), as long as cost-sharing percentages are

• Moving drugs to a different copay tier because the drugs have become available as generic 

• Changing provider networks, as long as benefits don't change 

• Changes required by law 

ADDITIONAL NOTES: 

• Because of the additional coverage requirements and reduction of employee cost share 
required by the ACA, changing from grandfathered to non-grandfathered status may result in 
a small rate increase. For TAC HEBP groups, this increase is estimated at less than 1 %. 

• Under the current regulations, there is no specific end date for grandfathered status. 

• Plan changes are measured cumulatively since March 2010 . 

• Plans must include a notice about grandfathered status in significant participant 
communications, such as enrollment materials and summary plan descriptions.

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Memorandum of Undentanding between 
Texas A&M AgriLife Extension Service and Colorado County 

Pertaining to Information Technology Services 

This Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) sets for the tenns and understanding between Texas A&M AgriLife Extension Service 
("Extension") and Colorado County ("County") and is intended to clarify the parties' responsibilities for infonnation technology 
service and support (collectively "IT Services") at the Colorado County AgriLife Extension Office ("County Extension Office"). 

Extension provides quality, relevant outreach and continuing educational programs and services to the people residing in County and 
educates County residents in the areas of agriculture, environmental stewardship, youth and adult life skills, human capital and 
leadership, and community economic development 

County desires that Extension maintains a County Extension Service to conduct beneficial outreach and education for its residents; 
therefore, the County provides space for the County Extension Office within Collllty provided premises. 

The parties agree as set forth below with regard to IT Services at the County Extension Office: 

I. TERM 
The terms of this MOU begin September I, 2023 through August 31, 2024 and renews automatically each year unless one 
party sends written notification to the other party forty.five (45) days' prior to the renewal date. The current MOU, dated 
7.9.2018, remains in effect for the period September I, 2022 through August 31, 2023. 

II. OBJECTIVE 
The purpose of this MOU is to document the parties' understanding and responsibilities with regard to IT Services at the 
County Extension Office. 

ID. PARTIES' AGREEMENTS 
A. FACILITY 

The County will ensure facilities provided to and occupied by the County Extension Office are equipped with data 
communications wiring that adhere to the County's information technology standards. 

B. ACCESS 
I . Logical - Network and Internet Access 
County provides the County Extension Office with full Internet access. This access includes electronic mail service 
("email") to the Extension provided email. In addition, agents and staff in the Co1mty Extension Office may also 
have County email service if needed. Extension understands that Internet access is in accordance with County 
operations standards. 

2. Cost associated with Internet service 
County and Extension will share Internet service costs. County owns or contracts for the Internet service and will 
bill Extension annually one-half (Yi) of the prior 12 months Internet Service cost, to be remitted within 30 days of 
notification of the amount (supported by invoiced amount from the provider). 

3. Physical (communications closets or server facility) 
Texas Administrative Code (Chapter 202 B 202.26) requires communications closets and equipment be physically 
secure. In situations where Extension owns or supplies network components, County will ensure Extension has 
access to allow for trouble shooting and restarting network equipment. County can require an access log be 
maintained to monitor Extension access. 

C. COMPUTER HARDWARE (includes printers, scanners, projectors) 
I . Initial Purchase and Configuration: 

The County Extension Office can obtain computers through three channels. These include: Extension, County, 
or third party purchases as clarified below. 

Extension can provide computer systems through a standardized "Cost Share" program. This voluntary 
program includes initial setup and deliveiy ofnewly purchased systems. County is granted permission to 
configure the system for access to County applications and standards, provided such access does not inhibit 
productivity. 

County can provide computer systems to the County Extension Office including initial setup and delivery. In 
this instance, computers must include configurations and standard software listed below under "Extension 
Standard Software Requirements." 
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If a third party provides a computer, or a personal computer is used to the office network, it is expected these 
computers will meet both Extension and County security configuration standards. 

Currently (as of the date of the execution of this MOU), the County provides and pays for the lease of a Xerox 
color copier (model # C8045) through the end of the lease period which is March, 2024. The County will notify 
the extension office when, and if, a new lease is executed and if and when new equipment will be provided. 

The County provides the phone lines and contracts with the long distance provider on behalf the Extension. 

2. Special Configuration Items 
Administrative level accounts will be maintained on all computer systems to allow either County or Extension 
to troubleshoot problems. 

3. General Hardware Support: 
Extension will facilitate trouble-shooting computer hardware and peripheral devices and take corrective actions 
in accordance with operation standards. Extension will contact County IT when needed to ensure IT operation 
standards are met. Extension will install software applications for remote support. AgriLife County Office staff 
will contact their Extension Regional IT Specialist or the First Call Help desk operation for support. 

Expected Minimum Workstation management 
i. Microsoft Windows and Office patches maintained as current. 
ii. Adobe Acrobat patches maintained as current. 
iii. Chrome, Firefox, Flash and Java maintained as current when present. 
iv. Anti-Virus/ Anti-Malware application installed, active and maintained as current. 

4. Registration of computer workstations: 
Where AgriLife IT is the primary support provider all computer systems in the AgriLife County Office will be 
registered for support applications necessary for remote support on all computers in the office. 

5. Warranty and Maintenance Costs: 
Computer systems provided by Extension are provided with an extended parts and service warranty (nonnally 3 
years) through state vendor purchasing contracts. These computer systems wi11 be maintained by AgriLife It for 
warranties, parts, and cost and third-party maintenance if used per normal operation standards. 

Computer systems provided by County will be maintained by County for warranties, parts, and cost and third­
party maintenance if used per nonnaJ County operation standards. 

Computers purchased by a third party or personal computers are neither Extension nor County responsibility 
with regard to warranty, parts, costs or maintenance. 

6. Ownership: 
Computer systems provided by Extension are the property of the Extension. These systems will remain in the 
County Extension Office for its useful life or until determined obsolete. At that time, the County has the 
following three options: 

i. Return equipment to the property office of Extension for appropriate disposal. 
ii. Arrange with Extension for transfer of equipmentto County. 
iii. Equipment may be donated to local charitable organizations in coordination with the 

Extension property office. 

Computers provided by County are property of County and ownership will be maintained according to County 
operational standards. Currently, (as of the date of this MOU) no computers are provided by the County. ln the 
event that a request is made for the County to provide computers, an addendum to this MOU will be executed. 

Computers provided by a third party or a personal computer, unless fonnally transferred to Extension or County, 
will remain with that party's ownership. 

D. COMPUTER SOFTWARE 
Extension wi11 facilitate trouble-shooting of computer software. Issues outside of Extension scope of expertise will 
be referred to County IT. County Extension Officer staff will contact their Extension Regional IT Specialist or the 
First Call Help Desk operation for support. 
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E. ANTI-VIRUS AND SECURITY INCIDENCE REPORTING 
Texas Administrative Code (Chapters 202 B 202.26) requires state agencies to report significant security incidences 
through the State Department oflnfonnation Resources (DIR). 

Extension provides centrally managed and monitored Anti-Virus and Anti-Malware protection. All monitoring and 
incidence logging is centrally managed and state required reporting is maintained by the AgriLife Infonnation 
Security Officer. County has no responsibility. 

IV. FINANCIAL PROVISIONS 
There will be no exchange of funds or other resources among the parties that effectively alter the set contribution of each 
party in the context of this MOU. Specifically, each party will be responsible for its own costs in connection with all 
matters relating to any work and collaborations perfonned under this MOU. Except as may be provided for in Section 
Ill B. 2. above, or in a separate written agreement between the parties, or an amendment to this MOU, there will be no 
exchange of funds or other resources among the parties. The parties agree that nothing in this MOU shall compel or be 
interpreted so as to compel any of the parties to provide more resources than those available, without a written 
amendment to this MOU. 

V. MISCELLANEOUS 
This MOU will not be construed to create any partnership, joint venture or other similar relationship between the parties, 
nor shall either party enter into obligation or commitments on behalf of the other party. 

The construction, validity, perfonnance, and effect of this MOU will be governed by the laws of the State of Texas. 

This MOU may be executed in any number of counterparts, including facsimile or scanned/emailed PDF documents. 
Each such counterpart, facsimile, or scanned/emailed PDF document shall be deemed an original instrument, all of 
which, together, shall constitute one and the same executed MOU.

Commissioner Gertson announced that County Road 103 is now open. 

Commissioner Neuendorff announced that Bernardo Road will be closed all day June 27, 

2023. 

Judge Prause announced that the heat can be dangerous especially without air 

conditioning. Stay safe. 

Commissioner Brandt announced that the precinct has been spraying. He is asking 

residents to wait to mow. 

Commissioner Wessels announced he is a member of Combined Community Action and 

they give out fans for those in need. 

_ 14. Commissioners Court Members sign all documents and papers acted upon or approved. 

Judge Prause announced it is now time to sign all documents and papers. 

15. Budget Workshop. 

Judge Prause stated the summary report shows changes requested in all departments. He 

said that any changes concerning salary have traditionally been sent to the Compensation 

Committee and that option is available if the court wishes to utilize it. 

The first department discussed was Weimar Public Library, requesting an increase from 

$5,000 to $10,000. Commissioner Wessels suggested that if one city's library budget was 

increased, they all should be. Currently the three city libraries to will stay at $5,000 and the 

two smaller libraries at $3,500. 

The court began discussions on the Columbus Volunteer Fire Department request which 

led to a conversation on how to properly budget without exact numbers from Colorado 

County Central Appraisal District. Discussions continued on how to help all the fire 

departments fairly. Michelle Lowrance suggested drafting a budget with the requested 

increases and then reducing if necessary. Judge Prause agreed this would be a good 

way to start. He suggested having a zero-based budget (based on the preliminary report 
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from the Appraisal District) as well as the preliminary draft with increases for a comparison. 

Commissioner Gertson suggested adding the salary increases in the draft budget as well. 

Commissioner Brandt suggested looking at the requests as needs versus wants. The 

county should take care of the needs first. Judge Prause suggested making appointments 

at future budget workshop meetings with departments that are requesting significant 

increases. These departments are fire departments requesting over $100,000 increase, 

Court Technology (County and District Clerks), Elections Administrator, County Auditor, 

Emergency Management, Emergency Medical Services, County Sheriff, Operation of Jail, 

and Precinct No. 2. Judge Prause said these appointments can be scheduled on non­

court days if that makes it more convenient. 

16. Adjourn. 

Motion by Judge Prause to adjourn at 11 :05 A.M.; seconded by Commissioner Neuendorff; 

5 ayes O nays; motion carried; it was so ordered.
