He pointed 

out the term for the agreement is blank. He recommends a five-year term, but it can be 

whatever the court decides. 

He also stated the Family Community Health and 4-H coordinator position are currently open 

and he is looking at candidates to fill this position.

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Cooperative Agreement 
Between 

Texas A&M AgriLife Extension Service and Colorado County 

This Cooperative Agreement ("Agreement") between Colorado County ("County") 
and Texas A&M AgriLife Extension Service ("AgriLife Extension"), for the purpose of 
establishing a partnership between the county government representing the citizens of Texas 
residing in said county and AgriLife Extension. 

Whereas, Chapter 43 of the Texas Agriculture Code authorizes and enables Texas 
counties, through their commissioners court, to employ any means as appropriate and expend 
money as necessary to establish and conduct cooperative demonstration work in agriculture 
and home economics in cooperation with Texas A&M AgriLife Extension Service, a member of 
the Texas A&M University System and Chapter 791 of the Texas Government Code (the 
Interlocal Cooperation Act) authorizes agreements for services between a state agency and a 
county; 

Whereas, the County has carefully analyzed the need for continuing cooperative 
demonstration work in agriculture and other continuing education programs and services for the 
citizens of Colorado County, it has been determined that a Texas A&M AgriLife Extension 
Service staffing and budget plan designed to develop and conduct educational programs in all 
phases of agriculture, family and consumer sciences, 4-H and youth, and economic development 
can effectively and efficiently serve the County of Colorado; and 

Whereas, AgriLife Extension wishes to join in and cooperate with the County in 
furtherance of a County Extension Program. 

Now therefore, County and AgriLife Extension agree as follows : 

1. This Agreement is to be for the period beginning and ending 
___ __ . AgriLife Extension and the County have had a long-standing relationship 
concerning extension educational work; therefore, this Agreement shall automatically renew 
annually, until terminated as provided in Paragraph 13 below, with the understanding that all 
terms and conditions remain unchanged unless this Agreement is specifically amended by mutual 
consent of the parties, documented in writing and signed by an authorized representative of each 
party. 

2. The County through the Commissioners Court of Colorado County, Texas will 
annually allocate an amount of funds determined through the County's annual budgeting process 
in furtherance of the County Extension Program and the Extension county office. Allocations 
may provide county support of Extension agent salaries or other county support staff, and 
associated fringe benefits as required by federal and state law, telephone and internet service, 
office equipment, supplies, travel expenses, staff in-service training, etc. This Agreement does 
not require the payment of any funds to AgriLife Extension. The County will disburse funds to 
employees through the processes set forth in county procedures. 
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The County will provide adequate office space, furnishings, equipment, travel and other 
operating expenses for the proper support of the faculty, support staff, and the County Extension 
Program. AgriLife Extension shall not remove any furnishings from the office and shall 
return the same to the County, together with any equipment, supplies, etc. provided under 
the following paragraph, upon the termination of this agreement. Either party may allow the 
employee to utilize vehicles for travel within mission and scope. The owner of the vehicle is 
responsible for vehicle repairs. Each party shall maintain separate ownership and control over 
any property purchased or used in the performance of this cooperative Agreement. 

3. The County will annually review the salary support provided to County Extension 
Agents and may provide for salary increases comparable to those provided to Colorado County 
employees through the processes set forth by county procedures. 

4. AgriLife Extension will provide and administer Extension educational work 
within Colorado County which is directed at improving the quality of life for people in the 
county, enhancing economic opportunity within the county, and sustaining the natural 
resources of the county. Planning, developing and conducting educational activities and 
programs in areas of agriculture, family and consumer sciences, 4-H youth development, and 
community development are part of the extension educational work, and expenses for such are 
acceptable for reimbursement from the operating budget provided by the County. This includes 
the preparation of mass media information, conducting training meetings, workshops, clinics, 
short courses, and technical support to assist the residents of Colorado County. 

5. Agri.Life Extension will make available resources as normally provided to other 
AgriLife Extension county agents such as specialists ' expertise, publications, and other materials 
and supplies. 

6. Routine management and supervision of the County Extension Office shall be 
through a County Coordinator, herein after referred to as Coordinator, appointed by AgriLife 
Extension. The Coordinator shall serve as the agency liaison/department head for Colorado 
County, and shall be housed in Colorado County. 

7. Overall supervision of the Colorado County Extension Program shall be by the 
District Extension Administrator, appointed by AgriLife Extension. The County Extension 
Program shall also be accountable to the Colorado County Commissioners Court by providing 
periodic special and annual reports of activities and accomplishments. 

8. The Coordinator, with the advice and consent of the District Extension 
Administrator shall coordinate all extension educational work; and supervise the operating 
budget, and the support staff. 

a. The Coordinator shall manage the operating budget in accordance with county 
fiscal policies and accepted accounting practices. Flexibility between categories 
is allowed and adjustments may be made within budget categories for efficient 
program emphasis and financial management. Reimbursement or purchasing 
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requests for budgeted expenditures shall be submitted to the County in 
accordance with county procedures. Extension faculty and support staff shall 
keep accurate and detailed records of expenses incurred in accordance with 
county fiscal procedures. 

b. The Coordinator shall manage and administer county-provided equipment in 
accordance with Colorado County policies and procedures. 

c. The Coordinator shall supervise the support staff employed by the County and 
assigned to the County Extension Program in accordance with county personnel 
policies and procedures. Such supervision authority includes, but is not limited 
to, hiring, training, duty assignments, scheduling, performance evaluation, and 
discipline subject to county policy. Recommendations for adverse personnel 
actions with regard to county employees will be coordinated with the 
Commissioners Court. 

d. The District Extension Administrator shall supervise any staff employed directly 
by AgriLife Extension in accordance with AgriLife Extension policies and 
procedures. 

9. Extension agents shall be AgriLife Extension employees and subject to all Texas 
A&M University System ("TAMUS") policies, procedures, and guidelines. Extension agents 
shall adhere to both Extension and County policies and procedures where applicable in carrying 
out their duties and responsibilities. Extension agents are exempt employees and therefore not 
subject to the overtime provisions of the Fair Labor Standards Act. AgriLife Extension provides 
access to health insurance and retirement benefits. Both entities shall withhold and/or contribute 
towards workers' compensation insurance, unemployment compensation insurance, social 
security benefits, and Medicare benefits proportional to the salary paid by each. Leave will be 
administered based on each respective entity's policies and procedures. 

10. Clerical and other administrative staff provided by the County shall be Colorado 
County employees and subject to all Colorado County policies, procedures and guidelines. 
County employees shall also follow T AMUS policies and procedures where applicable in 
carrying out their duties and responsibilities. 

11 . AgriLife Extension will recruit and select County Extension Agents with the 
proper training and qualifications to fill vacant or new positions. 

12. The annual budget, as certified by the County on the CB-5, will serve as the 
budget agreement and may be amended by Commissioners Court as the occasion warrants 
subject to availability of funds. This budget in no way alters the objectives and goals set forth in 
this Agreement. Upon county certification of its annual budget, a certified copy will be submitted 
to AgriLife Extension. 
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13. This Agreement may be terminated as follows : 

a. Immediately by mutual agreement of the parties; or 

b. By either party, without cause, upon ninety (90) days written notice to the 
other party notifying of its intent to terminate. 

14. This Agreement contains the entire understanding of the parties regarding the 
subject matter herein, and supersedes all other written and oral agreements between the parties 
regarding the matter. This Agreement may be revised or amended by written agreement of the 
parties signed by an authorized representative of each party. 

15. County and AgriLife Extension are both governmental entities and nothing in this 
Agreement waives or relinquishes the right of either to claim any exemptions, privileges, and 
immunities as may be provided by law. 

16. This Agreement may be executed in one or more counterparts, each of which will 
be deemed an original. Faxed signatures and countersignatures shall be deemed originals for all 
purposes and proper evidence of assent to this Agreement.

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Texas A&M AgriLife Extension Service 

Texas A&M AgriLife Extension Service educates Texans in the areas of agriculture, environmental stewardship, 

youth and adult life skills, human capital and leadership, health and nutrition, and community economic resomce 

development. AgriLife Extension offers the knowledge resources of the land-grant university system to educate 

Texans for self-improvement, individual action, and community problem-solving. AgriLife Extension is a statewide 

educational agency and a member of The Texas A&M University System (the A&M System) linked in a unique 

partnership with the nationwide Cooperative Extension System and Texas county governments. 

Texas A&M AgriLife Extension values and promotes principles of citizen and community involvement, 

scientifically-based education, life-long learning, and volunteerism. It provides access to citizens in all 254 Texas 

counties and works cooperatively with the other A&M System components, external agencies and organizations to 

achieve its goals . 

Texas A&M AgriLife Extension is a part of the Federal Cooperative Extension System. This System includes an 

Extension Service in each of the 50 states plus several tenitories. The System was created by the U.S. Congress 

through passage of the Smith-Lever Act on May 8, 1914. On January 29, 1915, the Texas Legislature accepted 

provisions of the Smith-Lever Act and Texas AgriLife Extension Service was created. The law mandated that the 

agency be assigned to the state's land-grant institution, Texas A&M University, for administration. 

Section 43.031 of the Texas Agriculture Code authorizes county governments to allocate funds in support of 

County Extension Agents. County funding suppo1i is essential for the continued operation of local county Extension 

programs. Funding from the county provides a portion of the agents' sala1y, as well as, travel funds, office space, 

secretarial supp01i and office operational funds . 

Extension Personnel 

Texas A&M AgriLife Extension Service employs some 980 professional staff members. With the main 

headquarters on the campus of Texas A&M University in College Station, employees are considered professional 

educators within the University and higher education communities in our state. With a portion of professional staff 

salaries and some operating funds also coming from the Federal Government through the United States Department of 

Agriculture (USDA), staff members are linked to the National Institute for Food and Agriculture (NIFA). This linkage 

allows for sharing ofresearch and other infonnation among the land-grant universities across the nation. Within Texas, 

Extension educational programming is also strengthened and expanded by the strong and vital relationship between 
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Texas A&M AgriLife Extension Service and the Cooperative Extension Program-Prairie View A&M University 

(CEP). This ongoing partnership enables the citizens of Texas to receive the assistance they need without regard to 

which organization happens to hold the expertise. Extension educators extend research-based information to the people 

of Texas in the areas of agriculture and natural resources, family and consumer sciences, 4-H and youth development, 

and community economic resource development. 

County Extension Agents and Programs 

Approximately 560 of the 980 professional Extension staff are County Extension Agents. County Agents are 

local resident educators with responsibilities for disseminating information and teaching clientele. County Extension 

Agents serve all counties in Texas through 250 different county Extension offices located in the cow1ty seats or other 

designated locations within the county. These county Extension programs are grouped geographically into 

12 Extension Districts for administrative purposes (See Attaclunent). 

To enhance the effectiveness. and efficiency of the county Extension staff in planning, implementing, and 

evaluating the Extension program, one county Extension agent is appointed county coordinator. The basic duty of the 

county Extension agent in this role is to provide leadership for the personnel and programs in the county unit. The 

county coordinator is responsible for managing the Extension office and serves as a liaison with the County 

Commissioners' Court in matters relating to office operation, as delegated by the District Extension Administrator. 

Supervision of Extension Agents 

Direct supervision of County Extension Agents is the responsibility of Texas A&M AgriLife Extension Service and 

begins with the District Extension Administrator. A District Extension Administrator is located at each of the 12 Texas 

A&M AgriLife Research and Extension Centers across the State. The individuals are responsible for supervision, 

recruitment, orientation, staff development, and personnel management within an assigned district. 

The Disttict Extension Administrator serves as the official Extension liaison with County Commissioners 

Courts on all matters concerning Extension, including budgets and personnel. The Disttict Extension Administrator 

annually conducts a pe1f01mance appraisal of County Extension Agents under their supervision. Comt members are 

extended the oppo1tunity to provide formal feedback on an annual basis regarding the performance of the local County 
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Extension office and the agent(s) serving the county. The District Extension Administrator should be contacted in the 

event problems develop regarding the performance of the County Extension Agent that may warrant personnel action. 

The Associate Director for County Programs, located in the Administrative Offices in College Station, is the 

immediate supervisor of the District Extension Administrators and must approve all budgeting and personnel actions 

before they can be presented to the Cow1ty Commissioners Court. The Associate Director for County Programs 

conducts performance appraisals of the District Extension Administrators and reviews all county programs annually. 

County Extension Directors in seven mban counties (Bexar, Dallas, Tairnnt, Travis, Harris, El Paso, and Fort 

Bend) have similar superviso1y responsibility for the agents in those counties. County Extension Directors work under 

the direct supe1vision of the District Extension Administrator. A team of three Regional Program Leaders ( one 

Agriculture and Natmal Resources, one Family and Consumer Sciences and one 4-H and Youth Development) provide 

leadership for Extension educational programs in the assigned subject matter program area for each of the four 

Extension regions in the state. They are also responsible for providing timely input into the recrnitment, selection and 

perfonnance appraisals of county Extension agents and related personnel to District Extension Administrators and 

County Extension Directors. 

The Director and Executive Associate Director of Extension provide leadership for the total Extension 

organization. The Associate Director for County Programs keeps them informed of county situations and personnel 

actions. The Director or designee provide final approval of all personnel actions.

Procedures for Employing Extension Agents 

When a County Extension Agent position becomes vacant, specific procedures are fo llowed to fill the vacancy. 

These procedures may vary somewhat depending on the type of position that is vacant. The procedures ensure fair and 

equitable treatment of each applicant and County Commissioners Court. 

County Extension Agent 

These are the prima1y positions in the county and are filled only by experienced, successful County Agents or 

those individuals with appropriate qualifications and experience. Bachelor's degrees are required for all county 

Extension agent positions; however, applicants with a Master's degree will have a higher starting salary. Agents who 

complete a Master's degree while working will also receive a salary increase upon completion of the degree. Basic 

qualifications have been preset for each county and are available for review through the District Extension 

Administrator. Generally, these positions are filled as soon as possible after they become vacant following the listed 

procedures : 

1. After the supervisor (District Extension Administrator or County Extension Director) receives a written notice 

that an agent is retiring, transferring, or resigning and has responded to this notice, the County Judge is 

contacted to discuss the vacancy. In this discussion, an agreement must be reached to maintain the county 

salary contribution and other supp011 before the position can be filled . 
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2. The District Extension Administrator submits a position authorization form to the Associate Director for 

County Programs requesting authorization to recrnit applicants for the position. The authorization request must 

be approved by the Associate Director for County Programs. 

3. Concurrently the District Extension Administrator or County Extension Director submits a draft position 

announcement following Extension and Equal Employment Opportunity (EEO) guidelines for employment. 

This announcement must be approved by the Associate Director for County Programs and then forwarded to 

the Texas A&M Agriculture Human Resource Office. 

4. The position announcement is released initially to cwTent Extension employees for consideration and tl1en open 

to external candidates at a later release time if a suitable internal applicant is not identified. Those individuals 

who meet or exceed the minimum qualifications and who are interested in the position apply on-line following 

established procedures. 

5. At the close of the designated position announcement period, the District Extension Administrator or County 

Extension Director reviews the applicant pool with the appropriate Regional Program Director (Agricultw·e 

and Natural Resources, Family and Consumer Sciences or 4-H and Youth Development) . Individuals most 

qualified for the position are identified with interviews scheduled by the District Extension Administrator or 

County Extension Director. Other members of the county staff, appropriate Regional Program Leader and 

in some cases, other designees appointed by the Commissioners Comt will also have the oppo1tunity to meet 

the applicant(s) and provide input to the District Extension Administrator or County Extension Director. 

6. After interviews are completed and an acceptable candidate has been identified for the position, the District 

Extension Administrator contacts the Associate Director for County Programs and makes a recommendation 

for the selected candidate to be presented to the County Commissioners Court. 

7. When a candidate is agreed upon, the District Extension Administrator will submit a Request to Hire to the 

Associate Director for County Programs to confom the appropriate salary level to be offered to the candidate. 

The actual salary level is based on the salary levels for agents with similar academic degrees, years of 

experience, perfonnance ratings, complexity of counties, career ladder designation, and available funding. 

8. A conditional job offer is made to the selected applicant pending successful background check; and review and 

approval of the County Commissioners Comt. The salaty offer includes the budgeted county salary contribution 

as well as the state and federal funding allocated for the position. 
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9. If the applicant accepts this conditional offer, the District Extension Administrator or County Extension 

Director contacts the County Judge to discuss the background and qualifications of the individual being 

recommended to fill the position and confam the county sala1y and travel allocation. The District Extension 

Administrator or County Extension Director will request inclusion on the official agenda of the County 

Commissioners Court meeting to introduce and present the candidate for approval of the Court. If approved, 

a starting date for the new agent will be detern1ined. The county portion of the salaty and travel allocation will 

be so noted at this time and a copy of the court minutes showing acceptance of the applicant acknowledging 

salary and travel must be made available to the District Extension Administrator. 

10. If the Court does not approve the recommended candidate, the District Extension Administrator or County 

Extension Director will present the second choice candidate (if available) after steps 6, 7, and 8 are completed. 

The first candidate will no longer be considered for the position. An official copy of the minutes of the 

Commissioners Comt meeting turning down the first candidate must be made available to the District Extension 

Administrator for Equal Employment Opportunity files . 

V.G. Young Institute of County Government 

The 61st Texas Legislature created the V.G. Young Institute of County Government to be administered by 

Texas AgriLife Extension Service. The primary ro le of the Institute is to provide educational assistance for all elected 

officials of County Goverrunent as they seek progressive ideas for improving efficiency in the operation of the many 

essential services provided for the benefit of the citizens of each county. This linkage provides another opportunity for 

Extension and County Government to be mutually supportive of county Extension programs.

9. App licant agrees to haul heavy loads or equipment to the work site along routes 
designated by the Commissioner of the Precinct in which such roads are located and 
App licant, further, agrees to reimburse the County for any and al l damages to roads and 
bridges in Colorado County from the movement of said loads or equipment within 30 
days of receipt of County's notice of damages. 

10. The App licant shal l make every effort to open and close al l trenching operations during 
the daylight hours of one day. Appropriate measures shal l be fo llowed in the interest of 
safety, traffic convenience and access to adjacent property for all trenching operations. 
It shall be the responsibility of the Applicant to adhere to the section on construction 
and maintenance as outlined in the Texas Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices. 

11. All lines, where practicable, shall be located to cross roadbed at an approximate right 
angle. No lines are to be installed under or within 50 feet of either end of any bridge. 
No lines shall be placed in any culvert or within 10 feet of the closest point of same. 

12. Parallel lines will be installed as near to the right-of-way line as possible, and no parallel 
line wil l be installed in the roadbed or between the drainage ditch and the roadbed 
without special permission of the Precinct Commissioner. 

13. No work shal l be performed in the County right-of-way until after a permit has been 
issued by the County. Each permit wi ll be valid for a period of 180 days. If construction 
has not been completed within this period, a new permit must be obtained . 

14. The Applicant or its Contractor shal l have a copy of the executed Application, 
Agreement and Permit available on the job site during the duration of the work. 

15. All lines sha ll be buried at least forty (40) inches below the lowest point of the roads, 
ditches, creeks or borrow pits. 

16. All open cut excavations of a county road shall be no greater in width than is necessary 
to adequate ly install the utility line. 
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17. Operations along roadways shall be performed in such a manner that all excavated 
material be kept off the pavement at all times, as well as all operating equipment and 
materia ls. No equipment or installation procedures will be used which will damage any 
road surface or structures.
